Agenda Item 4.  No Department Report from Roseland.  Fleming reported that the roof on the pump house building at the wastewater treatment plant needed to be repaired because it is leaking.  He said that it would cost approximately $750-$1,000/year to keep fixing the roof.  Council requested that bids be obtained to construct a new roof on the building and asked the City Clerk to check the budget for funding.  Fleming also noted that he received a complaint about people smoking outside of businesses on Main Street.  He asked if there was a law about people smoking outside public entrances.  He also said that people are throwing their cigarette butts on the sidewalk.  Fleming also inquired as to when the street sweeper would be cleaning the islands on Highway 50.  Eric Hayes, Maintenance Manager, said that the street sweeper would be in town soon.  No Department Report from Craney.  No Department Report from Nolte.  Mayor Dill reported that vandalism occurred at the library and that the library board was checking into installing a surveillance system.  He also reported that the landscaping on the east side of the library parking lot was being removed at the request of the library board.     

Agenda Item 5.  Lt. Randy Furby provided the Sarpy County Sheriff’s Department monthly service report.

Agenda Item 6.  A Public Hearing of the Springfield City Council was opened at 7:12 p.m. to consider an application for a conditional use permit filed by Dan Williams and Wild Willy’s Fireworks LLC, applicants, and Williams Enterprises LLC, property owner, for fireworks storage located on property legally described as Tax Lot 3A2B, Section 25, Township 13 North, Range 11 East of the 6th P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska and zoned Light Industrial.  Council reviewed the staff report prepared by David Potter, City Planner with JEO Consulting Group.  Keith Hentzen, Springfield Drug, 205 Main Street, commented that Williams was a good and responsible business owner.  No one else from the public spoke in opposition to or in favor of the application.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Fleming, to close the Public Hearing.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.  Public Hearing closed at 7:14 p.m.
Agenda Item 7.  Council Member Nolte introduced Resolution 2012-12 and moved its adoption.  Council Member Roseland seconded the foregoing motion and on roll call on the passage and adoption of said resolution, the following voted AYE:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte. Agenda Item 8.  Keith Hentzen, on behalf of the Springfield Days Committee, reviewed festivities planned for the 2012 Springfield Days event scheduled for Friday, June 8 and Saturday, June 9.  He said that vendors will be located west of Springfield Drug this year instead of on the vacant lot across from the Community Building.  Hentzen also noted that the parade will travel through the downtown area of Main Street this year.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Craney, to approve the Springfield Days Committee event requests for the Springfield Days celebration scheduled for June 8-9, including closing streets for activities (parade, children activities), waiving the noise ordinance, providing financial assistance for insurance, providing financial assistance for fireworks in the sum of $3,500.00, waiving the Community Building rental fee, and allowing use of the urban park property on the corner of 2nd and Main Streets.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.  
Agenda Item 9.  Eric Hayes, Maintenance Manager, provided the Council with information regarding the tar crack filler, including the amount of tar joints and cracks that could be filled.  Nolte inquired if it was more cost efficient to purchase the totes of tar rather than buying the barrels.  He requested that Hayes research the most cost effective way to purchase the tar prior to purchase.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Fleming, to purchase the tar crack filler from Team Lab in the amount of $2,600.00.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.    
Agenda Item 10.  Council discussed possible questions for a community survey.  Mayor Dill inquired as to what the Council was trying to accomplish with a survey.  Fleming said that the survey would be a proactive approach to build a sense of community and establish communication with residents.  Roseland suggested having an open session on Saturday mornings with one or two Council Members where residents could stop in and ask questions or provide comments.  Motion by Roseland, seconded by Craney, to direct the City Clerk to mail out the community surveys with the April water bills.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.    
Agenda Item 11.  Eric Hayes, Maintenance Manager, reported that he has not received any bids for sidewalk construction.  Council discussed sidewalk construction specifications for residents to follow, including minimum width and thickness requirements.  Council noted that it would be cheaper for residents to replace the sidewalks themselves than have the city come in and replace them.  Allen Parsons, 360 Main Street, suggested that the Council communicate exact instructions to property owners, make the terms very clear and be very specific with the areas to be fixed.  He also said that the Council should strongly advise residents to replace the sidewalks themselves because if the city replaces them it will cost a lot more.  Parsons also suggested the Council spell out the regulations for contractors.  Council reviewed guidelines for city contractors, including accessing property, reseeding requirements, tear out procedures and replacement regulations.  Motion by Fleming, seconded by Nolte, to direct Eric Hayes, Maintenance Manager, to write the specifications for sidewalk replacement.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.    
Agenda Item 12.  Motion by Craney, seconded by Nolte, to direct the City Clerk mail letters to property owners to be identified by the City Council requesting that they repair and/or replace their sidewalks.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.    
Agenda Item 13.  Nolte and Craney noted that more maintenance needs to be done at the Community Building.  Craney said that cabinets need to be fixed up, walls need to be painted, and drywall needs repaired.  Fleming provided cost estimates for new tables and chairs.  Council considered ways to market the building.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Craney, to table agenda item 13, regarding the operation of the Community Building, until Wendy Post, Community Building Rental Coordinator, can attend a meeting to review ideas to advertise the building for rental and discuss her responsibilities as rental coordinator.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.    
Agenda Item 14.  Mayor Dill reviewed the proposed Main Street Phase 2 project and noted that this phase will be rolled into one bond with the Main Street Phase 1 project constructed in 2011.  Motion by Fleming, seconded by Craney, to request Olsson Associates provide a cost estimate and scope of services agreement for Main Street Phase 2.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.  
Motion by Roseland, seconded by Craney, to request Olsson Associates provide a cost estimate for the Main Street Phase 2 project to also include improvements to the southeast corner of 2nd and Main Streets as a secondary item.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.    
Agenda Item 15.  Mayor Dill requested that the Council consider asking Olsson Associates to prepare a cost estimate for the placement of a pedestrian bridge across the Springfield Creek alongside Main Street in order to pursue funding sources.  He pointed out that many people walk across the driving bridge, which is a safety concern.  Motion by Roseland, seconded by Craney, to request Olsson Associates provide a cost estimate for the placement of a pedestrian bridge across the Springfield Creek alongside Main Street.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.    
Agenda Item 16.  Council reviewed the renewal proposal from Assurant Health for employee health insurance as well as proposals from other insurance companies.  The City Clerk suggested checking into a short-term disability policy with Aflac for employees over the age of 65 who are no longer eligible for short-term disability insurance with Assurant Health.  Motion by Craney, seconded by Fleming, to approve the renewal from Assurant Health effective May 1, 2012.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney.  NAYS:  None.  ABSTAIN:  Nolte.
