Agenda Item 5.  No Department Report from Bartels.  No Department Report from Hayes.  No Department Report from Craney.  Nolte reported that the street department was in the process of putting up new street signs and directional signs to city parks.  He also noted that the street sweeper was in town.  
Lt. Russ Zeeb with the Sarpy County Sheriff’s Department provided the monthly service report.  He reviewed a couple of police calls in the city and surrounding community.  He said that the department was busy preparing for prom and graduation.  Mayor Dill commented that parking across sidewalks was still an issue in town and he requested that the department continue to address the issue.  Nolte said that he has heard many compliments from business owners regarding the department’s presence in town.  

Agenda Item 6.  Carol Barnes, on behalf of the Springfield Library Foundation, informed the Council that through generous donations by the Springfield community and the GFH & SAH Foundation, the Springfield Library Foundation has raised the money needed to proceed with the Springfield Library addition.  Council congratulated the Foundation and thanked all donors for their generous gifts.  Donald Peters, President of Peters and Associates, Architects, reviewed plan designs and provided a conceptual drawing.  Peters noted that the addition would be added on to the south side of the building.  The addition will add approximately 2,000 square feet to the building, offering additional space for library stacks and a small reading area.  Peters reviewed the design and construction timeline.  Design work has begun and construction is anticipated to begin late summer with completion in early January.  Barnes reviewed the payment processing procedure and noted that all bills would be paid for by the Foundation.  Neal Eickhoff, Member of the Springfield Library Foundation, thanked the Council for their support and he also thanked all library donors.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Hayes, to approve the contract between the City of Springfield and Peters and Associates, Architects, for services rendered on the Springfield Memorial Library addition. Bob Engberg spoke in favor of the application.  No one else from the public spoke in opposition to or in favor of the application.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Hayes, to close the Public Hearing. Council Member Hayes seconded the foregoing motion and on roll call on the passage and adoption of said resolution, the following voted YEA:  Bartels, Hayes, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared said motion carried and said resolution passed and adopted.  A true, correct and complete copy of said resolution is as follows:

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA APPROVING A PRELIMINARY AND FINAL PLAT (LOTS 1 AND 2, ENGBERG ACRES) OF A SUBDIVISION LOCATED IN PART OF TAX LOT 1, A TAX LOT LOCATED IN THE NW ¼ OF SECTION 25, TOWNSHIP 13 NORTH, RANGE 11 EAST OF THE 6TH P.M., SARPY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, CONTAINING APPROXIMATELY 82.241 ACRES, MORE OR LESS, AND GENERALLY LOCATED SOUTH OF PFLUG ROAD ON THE WEST SIDE OF SOUTH 138TH STREET.
WHEREAS,
the owner of the above described property has made application for approval of a preliminary and final plat for the proposed Engberg Acres; and
WHEREAS,
the city planner, city engineer, city attorney, city clerk and other agencies have reviewed such application; and

WHEREAS,
the Springfield Planning Commission held a public hearing on March 8, 2011, regarding the application and has made a recommendation of approval to the City Council of the preliminary and final plats and requested waivers for Engberg Acres, subject to the resolution of items specified in the City Planner’s staff report as it meets the general requirements of the zoning ordinance and subdivision regulations; and

WHEREAS,
the City Council of the City of Springfield held a public hearing regarding such application on April 5, 2011, and is agreeable to the approval of the preliminary and final plat for Engberg Acres with the following waivers:

1. Waiver to constructing a dedicated public street/road and associated requirements of dedication of rights-of-way, street grading and elevations, hard surfacing, street signs, and street lighting.

2. Waiver to allow not installing a sidewalk along or parallel to any streets abutting and/or running along the outer perimeter of the subdivision.

3. Waiver to allow not submitting a water system plan, sanitary sewer plan, and storm drainage plan with the final plat.

4. Waiver to monuments and markers, extensions to boundaries and off-site extensions.

WHEREAS,
the City Council of the City of Springfield is agreeable to the approval of the preliminary and final plat for Engberg Acres subject to the applicant entering into a developer’s agreement in which the owner of Lot 1 agrees to pay Springfield Water and Sewer Connection Capital Facilities Fees prior to the Mayor signing the approved final plat and the owner of Lot 2 agrees that Springfield Water and Sewer Connection Capital Facilities Fees shall be paid at the then current rate when either Lot 2 of Engberg Acres is replatted or when the connection of any improvement located on Lot 2 of Engberg Acres is made to the city water or sewer system; and

WHEREAS,
the City Council of the City of Springfield hereby directs the City Treasurer to collect Water and Sewer Connection Capital Facilities Fees from the owner of Lot 1; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Springfield hereby approved the preliminary and final plat of Lots 1 and 2, Engberg Acres, along with waivers to design standards prescribed in the Subdivision Regulations and described herein, and hereby authorizes the Mayor to sign the final plat upon receipt of a signed developer’s agreement and upon the collection of Water and Sewer Connection Capital Facilities Fees from the owner of Lot 1, subject to the following conditions:

1. The Developer will be required to receive the appropriate approvals from the NRD and the Nebraska Department of Health prior to construction of his wells.

2. The developer will be required to obtain the appropriate approval and construction permit from the Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality prior to construction of the septic systems.

Agenda Item 9.  Keith Hentzen, on behalf of the Springfield Days Committee, reviewed festivities planned for the 2011 Springfield Days event scheduled for Saturday, June 11.  He explained that the committee’s intent for the event is to showcase and celebrate the town and to get all types of organizations involved in the activities.  Hentzen said that the committee is trying to organize events, such as children activities and the parade, around construction that will be occurring in the downtown block of Main Street.  He noted that the parade will take an alternate route from previous years.  He mentioned that the committee has rented the Community Building for activities, including possible pancake and hamburger feeds.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Bartels, to approve the Springfield Days Committee event requests for the Springfield Days celebration scheduled for June 11, including closing streets for activities (parade, children activities), waiving the noise ordinance, providing financial assistance for insurance, providing financial assistance for fireworks in the sum of $3,500.00, waiving the Community Building rental fee, using the vacant lot to the west of the Community Building for vendor occupancy contingent upon vendor insurance certificates being provided to the city prior to use, and allowing vendors to use the electrical outlet and water spout on the north side of the Community Building. BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA, as follows:

Section 1.  That the Mayor and Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska, do hereby declare this resolution to be the City’s official declaration of intent under Internal Revenue Code Regulation Section 1.150-2 to provide for the incurring of indebtedness which may include reimbursements of expenditures made by the City in connection with costs incurred in connection with the construction of sidewalk improvements in Sidewalk Improvement District No. 2011-1 within the City.  The preliminary estimate of debt contemplated to be issued for such project exceeds $350,000.00. 

Section 2.  That up to the expenditure of the full amounts of such project described within this resolution, the City may advance funds as may be necessary for meeting the immediate costs of such project.  It is the intent of the Mayor and Council and the City’s reasonable expectation that the City shall reimburse such expenditures as may be made from general funds on hand from the proceeds of the issuance of its debt obligations.

Section 3.  That the City Clerk shall make a copy of this resolution available for public inspection at the main office of the City at all times during normal business hours within ten days after the adoption hereof.  Such copies shall remain available for public inspection at all such times until the bonds or such other tax-exempt obligations contemplated herein are issued.

Agenda Item 14.  Nolte reported that it would cost approximately $15,000-$20,000 to install an elevator at the Community Building for access from the gym floor to the basement.  Council agreed to consider this item for the 2011-2012 budget.
Agenda Item 15.  Mayor Dill and Nolte reported that they met with Kevin Carlson regarding design options for the walk path from the grass seating area to the restroom facilities at the Buffalo Park baseball field.  Mayor Dill said Carlson will prepare a bid for steps with a railing to the restroom facilities.  They also looked at the installation of a ramp.  

Agenda Item 16.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Bartels, to approve the bid from Block Electrical to replace the electrical panel at City Hall in the amount of $1,730.00.  AYES:  Bartels, Hayes, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.  

Agenda Item 17.  Council scheduled Springfield Cleanup Day for Saturday, May 21 from 8:00 a.m. - 3:00 p.m. at the old city maintenance shop located at the intersection of Spruce Street and Railroad Avenue.  Council agreed that residents will be required to show proof of residency (copy of May water bill) prior to being allowed to dump.  Council volunteered to assist at the dump site and they reviewed entrance and exit requirements.  
Agenda Item 18.  Hayes requested the Council discuss the water and sewer bill process for multi-family dwellings and consider alternatives.  City Attorney, Bill Seidler, noted that city ordinance allows multi-family dwellings with four or less units to have only one water meter and it also allows landlords of those dwellings to notify the utility department of unit vacancies in order to eliminate paying the minimum monthly water and sewer fees on the vacant unit.  Once vacancies are filled, it is the landlord’s responsibility to notify City Hall that minimum monthly water and sewer fees should be collected on that unit again.  Multi-family dwellings with more than four units must have an individual water meter for each unit and minimum monthly charges apply to each unit regardless of unit vacancies.  Hayes suggested the Council consider eliminating monthly water/sewer minimum requirements on each individual unit and instead just charge the entire building one monthly water/sewer minimum.  Council considered the effects that eliminating the minimums on multi-family dwellings would have on the water/sewer department revenues.  No action was taken.      
Agenda Item 19.  Council reviewed the May 2011 employee health insurance renewal plan, as well as the comparison report prepared by SilverStone, health insurance agent.  City Clerk reported no issues or complaints with the current insurance provider.  Motion by Bartels, seconded by Nolte, to approve the May 1, 2011, renewal plan offered by Assurant Health, which increases the deductible plan to $3,500/$7,000 with a 4% rate increase.  AYES:  Bartels, Hayes, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.  

Agenda Items 20-21.  Motion by Hayes, seconded by Nolte, to move agenda items 20-21 into executive session.  AYES:  Bartels, Hayes, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.  

Agenda Item 22.  Bartels requested that the Council consider the need for and frequency of the city attorney’s attendance at Council meetings.  He suggested reorganizing agenda items that require the attorney’s services in a way to decrease the time the attorney is required to be at meetings.  Council and the city attorney agreed to reorganize agenda items and plan accordingly.  Seidler pointed out that he is not required to attend Council meetings; however, it is helpful for him to hear dialog at meetings in order to provide adequate review and answers.  Seidler noted that the Council needs to be sensitive to the Open Meetings Law and executive session process.
