BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska as follows:

WHEREAS, the City of Springfield, Nebraska, a Municipal Corporation, and AA Windows ‘N’ Doors, wish to enter into an Agreement for window replacement and installation services for City Hall as per the Nebraska Energy Office’s Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant; and

WHEREAS, AA Windows ‘N’ Doors agrees to follow special equal opportunity provisions, access to and maintenance of records, clean air and water acts, and federal labor standards; and

Agenda Item 7.  Council considered approval of Ordinance No. 791 prohibiting truck traffic in the downtown commercial district.  Rick Buskirk, 180 South 3rd Street, expressed concern with large trucks being able to turn the corners at 1st and Locust Streets and especially 2nd and Locust Streets due to diagonal on street parking in front of the Springfield Legion Hall and Timmerman Feeding Co.  Nolte concurred that turns would be difficult for trucks to maneuver.  Buskirk also commented that the new concrete on Main Street is great for through traffic and that sending trucks on to older streets that need repairs will cause additional street condition problems.  He also noted that UPS trucks, school buses and empty tow trucks will be over the 5 ton weight limit.  Mayor Dill said that there is no need for truck traffic on Main Street in the downtown area and that he wants to reroute traffic to protect the area.  He said that he has already seen many large trucks driving over the new curbs and bumpouts.  Council considered alternative truck routes and enforcement issues.  The city attorney said that the sheriff’s department would ticket a violator and that person would then go to court for the ticket.  Council also discussed prohibiting truck traffic in the downtown area, but not designating a defined truck route.  It was determined that additional problems could arise if this were the case including safety concerns in residential areas.  The city attorney suggested this item be referred to the city planner for review.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Fleming, to table agenda item 7, regarding Ordinance No. 791 prohibiting truck traffic, until the September 6, 2011, Council meeting. Agenda Item 9.  Council decided to approve the franchise agreement with OPPD for a ten year term opposed to a twenty-five year term.  Council Member Bartels introduced Ordinance No. 792 entitled:

AN ORDINANCE ACCEPTING THE PROPOSAL OF THE OMAHA PUBLIC POWER DISTRICT, ITS SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS (HEREINAFTER “GRANTEE”) TO CONTINUE TO CONDUCT A RETAIL ELECTRIC ENERGY SUPPLY BUSINESS WITHIN THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA (HEREINAFTER “CITY”), AND GRANTING A FRANCHISE TO GRANTEE TO GENERATE, DISTRIBUTE AND DELIVER AN ADEQUATE AND CONTINUOUS SUPPLY OF ELECTRIC ENERGY TO THE CITY, EXCEPT FOR INTERRUPTIONS BEYOND GRANTEE’S CONTROL; TO ERECT POLES AND INSTALL WIRES AND CABLES THEREON; TO CONSTRUCT UNDERGROUND CONDUITS AND MANHOLES AND TO INSTALL CABLES IN UNDERGROUND CONDUITS OR BURIED DIRECTLY IN THE GROUND, AND TO INSTALL SUCH FACILITIES ALONG, OVER, UPON, UNDER OR ACROSS PRESENT OR FUTURE STREETS, ALLEYS, AVENUES, HIGHWAYS AND OTHER PUBLIC RIGHTS-OF-WAY OF THE CITY, AND TO CONSTRUCT, OWN, OPERATE AND MAINTAIN ALL OTHER ELECTRIC TRANSMISSION AND DISTRIBUTION SYSTEMS NECESSARY TO SUPPORT AND CONDUCT A RETAIL ELECTRIC ENERGY SUPPLY BUSINESS WITHIN THE CITY.
and moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Craney seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following Council Members voted AYE:  Bartels, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the Council and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said ordinance.  Said ordinance was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Bartels moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Craney.  The Mayor then stated the question was “Shall Ordinance No. 792 be passed and adopted?”  Upon roll call vote, the following Council Members voted AYE:  Bartels, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The passage and adoption of said ordinance having been concurred in by a majority of all members of the Council, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the Council signed and approved the ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed his signature thereto and ordered the ordinance to be published or posted as required by law and as provided therein.  A true, correct and complete copy of said ordinance is as follows:

ORDINANCE NO. 792
AN ORDINANCE ACCEPTING THE PROPOSAL OF THE OMAHA PUBLIC POWER DISTRICT, ITS SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS (HEREINAFTER “GRANTEE”) TO CONTINUE TO CONDUCT A RETAIL ELECTRIC ENERGY SUPPLY BUSINESS WITHIN THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA (HEREINAFTER “CITY”), AND GRANTING A FRANCHISE TO GRANTEE TO GENERATE, DISTRIBUTE AND DELIVER AN ADEQUATE AND CONTINUOUS SUPPLY OF ELECTRIC ENERGY TO THE CITY, EXCEPT FOR INTERRUPTIONS BEYOND GRANTEE’S CONTROL; TO ERECT POLES AND INSTALL WIRES AND CABLES THEREON; TO CONSTRUCT UNDERGROUND CONDUITS AND MANHOLES AND TO INSTALL CABLES IN UNDERGROUND CONDUITS OR BURIED DIRECTLY IN THE GROUND, AND TO INSTALL SUCH FACILITIES ALONG, OVER, UPON, UNDER OR ACROSS PRESENT OR FUTURE STREETS, ALLEYS, AVENUES, HIGHWAYS AND OTHER PUBLIC RIGHTS-OF-WAY OF THE CITY, AND TO CONSTRUCT, OWN, OPERATE AND MAINTAIN ALL OTHER ELECTRIC TRANSMISSION AND DISTRIBUTION SYSTEMS NECESSARY TO SUPPORT AND CONDUCT A RETAIL ELECTRIC ENERGY SUPPLY BUSINESS WITHIN THE CITY.

BE. IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA

SECTION 1.  For and in consideration of the covenants and agreements of the Grantee to continue to conduct a retail electric energy supply business within the City and generate, distribute and deliver an adequate and continuous supply of electric energy to the City and its inhabitants, the City hereby grants to Grantee the right, privilege, and franchise to generate, distribute and deliver an adequate and continuous supply of electric energy to the City except for interruptions beyond the Grantee’s control; to erect poles and install the necessary supports, crossarms, and equipment, and to install wires and cables thereon, and to construct underground conduits, manholes and equipment, and to install conductors therein, or bury cable directly in the ground, and to place any such wires, cables, conduits and equipment along, over, upon, under, and across present or future streets, alleys, avenues and other public rights-of-way of the City, and to construct, own, operate, and maintain all other electric transmission and distribution systems necessary to support and conduct a retail electric energy supply business with said City and its inhabitants.

SECTION 2.  The Grantee may under the direction of the proper City authorities, make all necessary excavations in any party of the present or future streets, alleys, avenues, highways and other public rights-of-way to erect and maintain poles and other supports for its wires or conductors and to repair same, and to lay, repair, and maintain such underground pipes, conduits and manholes and to place, repair, maintain and operate said wires and conductors therein, provided that all such items shall be installed and located in accordance with prior approval obtained from City.  When any excavation shall have been made pursuant to the authority hereby granted, the Grantee shall restore the portion of the street, alley, avenue, highway or other public right-of-way and the use thereof by other utilities and others authorized by the City to use such rights-of-way.  Nothing in this ordinance shall be construed as preventing or diminishing the right of the City from constructing sewers, utilities, grading, paving, planking, repairing, altering, or doing any work, or authorizing others to do so, that may be desired on or in any of the streets, alleys, avenues and public rights-of-way of the City.  All of Grantee’s excavation, erection and maintenance shall be subject to and shall comply with all existing and future City rules, regulations, ordinances and orders.

SECTION 3.  Whenever it shall be necessary in grading any street, avenue, alley, or highway of the City, or in building any sidewalk or making any other improvements therein, or in moving buildings or other large objects through or along the streets, to remove any pole(s) belonging to the Grantee, on which any line(s) or wire(s) belonging to the Grantee shall be stretched or fastened, the Grantee shall, upon receiving thirty (30) days’ notice from the proper City authorities, remove such pole(s) and wire(s), and if Grantee, upon such notice shall neglect to remove such pole(s) and wire(s), than such pole(s) and wire(s) may be removed by the proper City authorities at the expense of the Grantee.

SECTION 4.  The Grantee hereby covenants and agrees to indemnify and save harmless the City against all damages, costs and expenses, whatsoever, to which the City may be subject on account of or arising out of negligence of the Grantee, its agents, employees, or servants, in any manner arising from the franchise, rights and privileges granted herein or the exercise thereof.

SECTION 5.  This franchise is granted for a term of ten (10) years commencing with the date of passage of this Ordinance.

SECTION 6.  Grantee shall file its written acceptance of this Ordinance and the franchise herein granted with the office of the City Clerk, within thirty (30) days after the date of this Ordinance.  Such acceptance by Grantee shall be an acceptance of all the terms and conditions and restrictions contained in this Ordinance.

Agenda Item 10.  Council reviewed two service agreements with Papillion Sanitation dating back to 2004 for waste removal services at the park and Community Building.  Current city administration was unaware of the two agreements.  The city received copies of the agreements from Papillion Sanitation after cancelling services.  The City Clerk reported that after complete review of the agreements it was discovered that Papillion Sanitation did not meet the conditions of the agreements.  The Special Instructions section of the agreement states that the rate was guaranteed for the first year with no more than a 3% increase each year thereafter.  After complete review of the actual bills, it was determined that the maximum 3% increase was never adhered to after year one.  Council reviewed a spreadsheet prepared by the City Clerk outlining the amount billed to the city, the correct amount that should have been charged as per the service agreement, and the cost difference.  Council directed the City Clerk send a letter to Papillion Sanitation cancelling services and requesting compensation in the amount of $977.54 for the amount overcharged.

Motion by Bartels, seconded by Nolte, to table agenda item 11, regarding bids for new windows at the wastewater treatment plant office building, until the September 6, 2011, Council meeting. Agenda Item 12.  City Clerk reported that no bids have been received.  Council considered options to replace the trail in sections.  Council also discussed working on the project in the spring. Agenda Item 13.  Council reviewed a bid from Kildow Construction to install a metal roof on the maintenance garage at the wastewater treatment plant for $6,784.  Council considered roof color options and suggested the color green.  Council also reviewed a bid from Carlisle Roofing that offered two different roof options for the office building at the wastewater treatment plant.  The first option was to remove the existing roof and install a new roof for $10,080.  The second option was to repair the existing roof for $765.  Council requested additional information regarding the Carlisle proposal.  City Clerk reported that no other bids were received.  Council requested Fleming, sewer liaison, work with Eric Hayes, maintenance manager, on the roofing projects.  Motion by Bartels, seconded by Nolte, to accept the bid from Kildow Construction in the amount of $6,784.00 to install a metal roof on the maintenance garage at the wastewater treatment plant.
