MINUTES

A regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska was held at 7:00 o’clock p.m. at City Hall on August 21, 2012.  Present were Mayor Mike Dill; Council Members:  Bob Roseland, Randy Fleming, Dan Craney, Chad Nolte.  Absent:  None.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance by posting in three public places, one of the designated methods of giving notice.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance to the Mayor and all Council Members and a copy of their receipt of notice is attached to these Minutes.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting.  All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the public.  The Mayor publicly stated to all in attendance that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was available for review and indicated the location of such copy posted in the room where the meeting was being held.

Agenda Item 3.  Ray and Linda Lovings, 580 Cedar Street, informed the Council that back in the late 1980s or early 1990s the city replaced the water line shutoff located in the front yard sidewalk.  Ray said that at the time it was replaced, a front loader was positioned on his sidewalk which cracked a sidewalk panel.  He noted another instance where the city plow truck busted the curb and another panel of his sidewalk.  He said that at that time, the Mayor and a city employee told him that the city would fix the sidewalk panels.  The panels were never fixed.  He said that those two areas are now marked for replacement and he feels the city should replace the panels for him.  Council agreed to visit with the previous Mayor and city employee about this matter.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Craney, to table agenda item 3, regarding Ray and Linda Lovings’, 580 Cedar Street, sidewalk replacement request, until the September 4, 2012, Council meeting. Agenda Item 1.  A Public Hearing of the Springfield City Council was opened at 7:05 p.m. to consider the expansion of extraterritorial jurisdiction to include land recently ceded to the City of Springfield by Sarpy County legally described as Tax Lot Q, Section 26, Township 13 North, Range 11 East of the 6th P.M. in Sarpy County, Nebraska, consisting of approximately 28.43 acres (16715 S. 156th St.), and designation of the ceded jurisdiction to Agricultural land use and zoning of said land to AR-Agriculture Residential.  Council reviewed the staff report prepared by David Potter, City Planner with JEO Consulting Group.  No one from the public spoke in opposition to or in favor of the application. Agenda Item 2.  Council Member Nolte introduced Ordinance No. 824 entitled:        

AN ORDINANCE TO EXPAND THE EXTRATERRITORIAL JURISDICTION TO INCLUDE LAND RECENTLY CEDED TO THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD BY SARPY COUNTY LEGALLY DESCRIBED AS TAX LOT Q, SECTION 26, TOWNSHIP 13 NORTH, RANGE 11 EAST OF THE 6TH P.M. IN SARPY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, CONSISTING OF APPROXIMATELY 28.43 ACRES (16715 S. 156TH ST.), AND DESIGNATION OF THE CEDED JURISDICTION TO AGRICULTURAL LAND USE AND ZONING OF SAID LAND TO AR-AGRICULTURE RESIDENTIAL; TO REPEAL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE EFFECTIVE DATE HEREOF
and moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Craney seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following Council Members voted AYE:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the Council and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said ordinance.  Said ordinance was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Roseland moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Fleming.  The Mayor then stated the question was “Shall Ordinance No. 824 be passed and adopted?”  Upon roll call vote, the following Council Members voted AYE:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The passage and adoption of said ordinance having been concurred in by a majority of all members of the Council, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the Council signed and approved the ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed his signature thereto and ordered the ordinance to be published or posted as required by law and as provided therein.  A true, correct and complete copy of said ordinance is as follows:
ORDINANCE NO. 824          PRIVATE 

AN ORDINANCE TO EXPAND THE EXTRATERRITORIAL JURISDICTION TO INCLUDE LAND RECENTLY CEDED TO THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD BY SARPY COUNTY LEGALLY DESCRIBED AS TAX LOT Q, SECTION 26, TOWNSHIP 13 NORTH, RANGE 11 EAST OF THE 6TH P.M. IN SARPY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, CONSISTING OF APPROXIMATELY 28.43 ACRES (16715 S. 156TH ST.), AND DESIGNATION OF THE CEDED JURISDICTION TO AGRICULTURAL LAND USE AND ZONING OF SAID LAND TO AR-AGRICULTURE RESIDENTIAL; TO REPEAL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE EFFECTIVE DATE HEREOF.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, SARPY COUNTY, NEBRASKA:


Section 1.  Approval of Expanded Jurisdiction, Designation of Land Use, and Zoning of Ceded Land.  On June 19, 2012, the Springfield City Council requested that Sarpy County cede jurisdiction of identified properties to the city.  On July 17, 2012, Sarpy County did in fact agree by Resolution 2012-230 to cede jurisdiction of land as described in said resolution to the city.  On August 14, 2012, the Springfield Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on the matter of accepting the additional jurisdiction and designating a land use and zoning classification to said land and reported a recommendation of approval to the City Council.  On August 21, 2012, the City Council held a public hearing on said proposed added jurisdiction and designating a land use and zoning classification to said land and found and determined that it is advisable, in the best interests of the City, and consistent with the Comprehensive Plan.  The City Council further found and determined that public hearings were duly held and notices given.  Therefore, the City Council hereby approves and accepts into the City’s Extraterritorial Jurisdiction the land identified in Sarpy County Resolution No. 2012-230 in Section 26, Township 13 North, Range 11 East of the 6th P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska and to designate such land as an Agricultural Land Use and AR-Agriculture Residential Zoning.  A copy of Sarpy County Board Resolution No. 2012-230 is attached as Exhibit “A” hereto and incorporated by reference.

Section 2.  Repeal Ordinances in Conflict.  All other ordinances in conflict are hereby repealed.

Section 3.  Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after passage, approval and publication as provided by law.
