WHEREAS, the City of Springfield, Nebraska, a Municipal Corporation (“City”), and Williams Enterprises, LLC (“Developer”), wish to enter into a Cost Sharing Agreement for the installation of a 36” storm sewer line along South 1st Street from the junction box to Pflug Road; and

WHEREAS, the City has created Street Improvement District No. 2012-1, which includes Lots 1-19 Springfield Industrial Park that is owned by the Developer; and

WHEREAS, the Developer and City have entered into a Land Development Agreement dated May 1, 2012, under which terms the Developer is to install a 24” storm sewer from Poplar Street to Pflug Road; and

WHEREAS, Street Improvement District 2012-1 specifies the installation of a 36” storm sewer from a junction box on 1st Street to Pflug Road; and

WHEREAS, the Developer and City wish to provide for sharing the cost of the 36” storm sewer; and

WHEREAS,
on July 3, 2012, the Springfield City Council approved Resolution 2012-19 approving and issuing a Conditional Use Permit to Insurance Auto Auctions, Inc., applicant, and B.H.I. Investment Company, property owner, for an auction house that warehouses sale items and sells items within the auction facility and/or outside of the auction facility, but on the premises, located on property zoned Light Industrial and legally described as Lot 1, Springfield Business Park; and

WHEREAS, 
after the city’s and Sarpy County Building Department’s review of the construction plans submitted by Insurance Auto Auctions for their building to be constructed on Lot 1, Springfield Business Park, it was determined that the building size shown on the site plan (60’ x 200’) did not match the building size shown on the construction drawings (70’ x 161’); and

WHEREAS,
it was further determined by the city that several of the exhibits attached to the Land Development Agreement and Conditional Use Permit depicted the incorrect building size; and

WHEREAS,
the city requested that E&A Consulting Group and Insurance Auto Auctions, Inc. provide an updated and correct site plan and exhibits to be attached to the Land Development Agreement, Conditional Use Permit, and Building Permit.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Springfield hereby modifies the Land Development Agreement for Springfield Business Park to include a new Exhibit C-1 Septic System Plan, Exhibit C-2 Water Well Plan, and Exhibit C-3 Paving and Storm Sewer Plan showing the correct building size (70’ x 161’); and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Springfield hereby modifies the Conditional Use Permit for Insurance Auto Auctions, Inc., applicant, and B.H.I.
