WHEREAS, the City of Springfield, Nebraska is the owner of Lot 8A, Grand Square Addition to the City of Springfield, Sarpy County, Nebraska; and


WHEREAS, the City of Springfield wishes to construct, operate and maintain a bicycle trail across a portion of said property; and

Agenda Item 1.  Lt. Mike Erhart provided the Sarpy County Sheriff’s Department monthly service report.  

Agenda Item 2.  A Public Hearing of the Springfield City Council was opened at 7:07 p.m. to consider a zoning text amendment application filed by Jerry Meisinger, applicant, to amend Springfield Zoning Ordinance Section 5.12 BH Highway Business District, Subsection D Accessory Uses, to add a new provision number 3 that states “Equine boarded on lots larger than four (4) acres as incidental use to principle use, provided, however, that no lot shall have more than four (4) equine boarded. Such principle use shall include those legal and lawful nonconforming uses.”  Council reviewed the staff report prepared by David Potter, City Planner with JEO Consulting Group, a letter from Bill Seidler, City Attorney, and the minutes from the November 13 Planning Commission meeting regarding this application.  The Mayor entered into record a letter the city received from Randy Sump, RTR Enterprises, owner of Springfield Plaza located on Park Drive directly adjacent to 15501 South Highway 50, opposing the text amendment.  Dooley Jolly, attorney for Jerry Meisinger, provided the Council with a list of responses from the applicant addressing the concerns raised by the Planning Commission.  Terry Krause, renter of 15501 South Highway 50 and owner of four horses, said that he planned to have the horses on the property only for the next few years.  He said he wants to make the horses available for children to play with and enjoy.  Krause said he does not plan to charge visitors or use the horses for a commercial operation.  Robert Winkelman, 640 North 6th Street, spoke in favor of the amendment stating that the horses would not hinder development and growth.  Jolly said that in the future it would be easy for the Council to remove this ordinance.  Seidler noted that, if the Council removed this language from the zoning ordinance in the future, as long as the property owner maintained the then current status and use of the property with the horses that they would be considered grandfathered to the zoning regulations.  In order to lose grandfather rights, the use would need to cease for one year.  Motion by Craney, seconded by Fleming, to close the Public Hearing.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.  Motion carried.  Public Hearing closed at 7:25 p.m.   
Agenda Item 3.  Council Member Nolte introduced Ordinance No. 831 entitled:        

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ARTICLE 5 “ZONING DISTRICTS”, SECTION 5.12 “BH HIGHWAY BUSINESS DISTRICT” OF THE ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, SARPY COUNTY, NEBRASKA; TO REPEAL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE EFFECTIVE DATE HEREOF
and moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Roseland seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following Council Members voted AYE:  Roseland, Fleming, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  Craney.  The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the Council and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said ordinance.  Said ordinance was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Nolte moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Roseland.  The Mayor then stated the question was “Shall Ordinance No. 831 be passed and adopted?”  Upon roll call vote, the following Council Members voted AYE:  Roseland, Fleming, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  Craney.  The passage and adoption of said ordinance having been concurred in by a majority of all members of the Council, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the Council signed and approved the ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed his signature thereto and ordered the ordinance to be published or posted as required by law and as provided therein.  A true, correct and complete copy of said ordinance is as follows:
ORDINANCE NO. 831          PRIVATE 

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ARTICLE 5 “ZONING DISTRICTS”, SECTION 5.12 “BH HIGHWAY BUSINESS DISTRICT” OF THE ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, SARPY COUNTY, NEBRASKA; TO REPEAL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE EFFECTIVE DATE HEREOF.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, SARPY COUNTY, NEBRASKA:


Section 1.  Approval of Amendment to Zoning Ordinance.  On November 13, 2012, the Springfield Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on the matter of amending Section 5.12 of the zoning ordinance pertaining to the allowance of equine as an accessory use in the Highway Business District and reported a recommendation of disapproval to the City Council.  On December 4, 2012, the City Council held a public hearing on said proposed amendment to the zoning ordinance and found and determined that said proposed change to the zoning ordinance is advisable, in the best interests of the City, and consistent with the Comprehensive Plan.  The City Council further found and determined that public hearings were duly held and notices given.  Therefore, the City Council hereby approves said proposed amendment to the zoning ordinance as set forth in this Ordinance.  


Section 2.  Amendment to Zoning Ordinance.  Pursuant to Section 9.01 of the Springfield Zoning Ordinance, Section 5.12 is hereby amended to read as follows: 

Section 5.12 BH Highway Business District
D.
Accessory Uses:

3.
Equine boarded on lots larger than four (4) acres as incidental use to principle use, provided, however, that no lot shall have more than four (4) equine boarded.  Such principle use shall include those legal and lawful nonconforming uses.

Section 3.  Repeal Ordinances in Conflict.  All other ordinances in conflict are hereby repealed.

Section 4.  Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

Agenda Item 4.  Jim Rosser, owner of 103 West Main Street, was unable to attend the meeting.  The City Clerk reported that he planned to attend a meeting after the first of the year.

Agenda Item 5.  Craig Reinsch, Olsson Associates, reviewed the proposal for a municipal water study and new well project.  He noted that the project would include project initiation and administration, well siting and preliminary design, the preparation of a water study and hydraulic model, final design, and bidding phase services.  Council considered whether or not a complete water study and hydraulic model was necessary.  Council reviewed a study and model example from another city.  Reinsch said that the study could be used for development and growth.  He pointed out that this item could be removed from the proposal but that some of the information found in the study would still need to be done for the well project.  He said the Council could always decide to do a full study later on in the project.  Roseland noted that the city has good knowledge of the water system, but that the city’s water and sewer maps need to be updated.  He also reported that the city could purchase the equipment to do its own pressure and flow tests.  Nolte expressed concern regarding pumping quality and efficiency of test wells compared to the final well, citing concerns from the well #3 drilling project.  Reinsch said that they try to stay conservative with pumping estimates and that usually the real well pumps greater than the test wells.  Reinsch said that this project and the construction of a new well would take approximately one year to complete.  Council Member Roseland introduced Resolution 2012-48 and moved its adoption with the exclusion of the water study and hydraulic model unless needed.  Council Member Craney seconded the foregoing motion and on roll call on the passage and adoption of said resolution, the following voted AYE:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared said motion carried and said resolution passed and adopted.
