Agenda Item 4.  Ric Ortmeier, CPA, reviewed the 2010-2011 audit.  Ortmeier evaluated assets and liabilities for both general government activities (general, streets, public safety, culture and recreation, public buildings, keno, and debt services) and business-type activities (water and sewer departments).  He reviewed receipts and disbursements made throughout the year for each fund.  A statement of cash flow was also provided for the water and sewer departments.

Agenda Item 5.  Connie Manzer, Springfield Library Director, presented the annual Springfield Library report.  Manzer pointed out that it only took three years for the Library Foundation to raise the funds needed for the addition.  She said that an Open House for the new addition has been scheduled for Sunday, March 4.  Manzer reported that a third part-time library employee had been hired to assist with children’s programs and monitor the new library area.  Mayor Dill expressed appreciation for the Library Board and Library Foundation and said that they were doing a great job.

Agenda Item 7.  Wyatt Pratt, 311 South 8th Street Circle, presented the Council with his proposed Eagle Scout Project to landscape around the concession stand at the Buffalo Park baseball field.  Pratt showed the Council a drawing of the proposed landscaping, which he worked on with Earl May.  He also provided them with a project cost detail identifying the types of shrubs he would like to plant and other materials that would be used for the project.  Mayor Dill pointed out that the city still had to backfill the proposed area and install railings from the sidewalk project that the city began last year.  Mayor Dill also expressed concern with the maintenance of the landscaping.  Pratt said that all of the shrubs would be low maintenance.  He said they would only need water once a week, weeded and new mulch every couple of years.  Pratt requested that the city apply for a grant with the OPPD Tree Promotion Program to obtain funds to pay for the shrubs.  Council and Pratt reviewed grant requirements.  The City Clerk suggested that Pratt assist in writing the grant.  Fleming inquired if Pratt’s Eagle Scout Project had been approved by the Eagle Scout Leader.  Pratt said that his project was being reviewed in two weeks.  Council suggested Pratt visit with a local arborist regarding the items not funded through the grant program.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Roseland, to approve Wyatt Pratt’s proposed Eagle Scout Project to landscape around the concession stand at the Buffalo Park baseball field. AN ORDINANCE TO EXPAND THE EXTRATERRITORIAL JURISDICTION TO INCLUDE LAND RECENTLY CEDED TO THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD BY SARPY COUNTY LOCATED IN SECTIONS 11 AND 12, TOWNSHIP 13 NORTH, RANGE 11 EAST OF THE 6TH P.M., AND DESIGNATION OF CEDED JURISDICTION TO AGRICULTURAL LAND USE AND ZONING OF SAID LAND TO AR-AGRICULTURE RESIDENTIAL; TO REPEAL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE EFFECTIVE DATE HEREOF.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, SARPY COUNTY, NEBRASKA:


Section 1.  Approval of Expanded Jurisdiction, Designation of Land Use, and Zoning of Ceded Land.  On September 20, 2011, the Springfield City Council requested that Sarpy County cede jurisdiction of identified properties to the city.  On October 4, 2011, Sarpy County did in fact agree by Resolution 2011-334 to cede jurisdiction of land as described in said resolution to the city.  On January 10, 2012, the Springfield Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on the matter of accepting the additional jurisdiction and designating a land use and zoning classification to said land and reported a recommendation of approval to the City Council.  On February 7, 2012, the City Council held a public hearing on said proposed added jurisdiction and designation a land use and zoning classification to said land and found and determined that it is advisable, in the best interests of the City, and consistent with the Comprehensive Plan.  The City Council further found and determined that public hearings were duly held and notices given.  Therefore, the City Council hereby approves and accepts into the City’s Extraterritorial Jurisdiction the land identified in Sarpy County Resolution No. 2011-334 in Sections 11 and 12, Township 13 North, Range 11 East of the 6th P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska and to designate such land as an Agricultural Land Use and AR-Agriculture Residential Zoning.  A copy of Sarpy County Board Resolution No. 2011-334 is attached as exhibit 1 hereto and incorporated by reference.

Section 2.  Repeal Ordinances in Conflict.  All other ordinances in conflict are hereby repealed.


Section 3.  Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

On February 7, 2012, the City Council held a public hearing on said proposed amendment to the zoning ordinance and found and determined that said proposed change to the zoning ordinance is advisable, in the best interests of the City, and consistent with the Comprehensive Plan. Therefore, the City Council hereby approves said proposed amendment to the zoning ordinance as set forth in this Ordinance.
