and moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Bartels seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following Council Members voted AYE:  Bartels, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the Council and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said ordinance.  Said ordinance was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Nolte moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Bartels.  The Mayor then stated the question was “Shall Ordinance No. 799 be passed and adopted?”  Upon roll call vote, the following Council Members voted AYE:  Bartels, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The passage and adoption of said ordinance having been concurred in by a majority of all members of the Council, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the Council signed and approved the ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed his signature thereto and ordered the ordinance to be published or posted as required by law and as provided therein.  A true, correct and complete copy of said ordinance is as follows:

ORDINANCE NO. 799

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA AMENDING SPRINGFIELD MUNICIPAL CODE SECTION 8-401: TO MAKE UNLAWFUL CUTS INTO THE PAVING, CURB OR SIDEWALK WITHOUT HAVING OBTAINED A WRITTEN PERMIT FROM THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD AND MAKING A DEPOSIT; TO PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE; TO REPEAL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA:

Section 1.  Chapter 8, Section 401 of the Municipal Code of Springfield, Nebraska is adopted to read as follows:

A.  It shall be unlawful for any person to cut into any paving, curb, or sidewalk for the purpose of constructing a driveway or any other purpose whatsoever without first having obtained a written permit  from the City Clerk. Before any person shall obtain a permit, he/she shall inform the City Clerk of the place where such cutting is to be done, and it shall be the Municipal Street Superintendent's duty to make the cut, tear out and remove the old concrete, and haul it away.  The Applicant shall notify the Municipal Street Superintendent and obtain the written permit at least 24 hours before the cutting is to be done.  In the event of an emergency, if a party must cut into the paving, it shall be the duty of the party to cut the paving under such rules and regulations as may be prescribed by the Municipal Street Superintendent; provided, that all such cuts shall be “saw cuts” unless the applicant secured written permission from the City Council to use another method.  When the applicant is ready to close the opening made, he/she shall inform the Municipal Street Superintendent at least 24 hours before the opening is to be closed. The work of cutting and closing the paving shall be charged to the party who obtained such permit.
B. Before any permit is issued by the City Clerk, the applicant for such permit shall deposit with the City Treasurer a fee for all paving, curb, or sidewalk to be cut, which fee shall be set on a per​ square-foot cost of construction basis. Said fee shall be set by ordinance of the City Council, on file at the office of the City Clerk and available for public inspection during office hours. The deposit shall be retained by the City for the purpose of making the cut, removing the old concrete, removing the debris and replacing the paving, curb, or sidewalk. The deposit shall be retained by the City until the work is completed to the sa​tisfaction of the Municipal Street Superintendent. The costs of the cutting, tearing out, removing and replacing shall be deducted from the deposit, and the balance shall be returned to the applicant. No permit shall be granted unless the applicant shall in addition to all other requirements, agree in writing to the following conditions: 

1. That the applicant will compensate the City for all work done by the City in cutting, removing, replacing or repairing any places cut in the pavement, curb, or sidewalk by the applicant or the City. 

2. That the applicant will obey all laws of the City and will save the City harmless from any damages which may occur as the result of any work performed by the applicant. 
Section 2.  Any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to passage, approval and publication or posting of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is repealed. 

Section 3.  This Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after its passage, approval and publication or posting as required by law.

Building Permit Fee Schedule

Before issuing a permit for the building of any new building or any alteration or remodeling of any building, the building inspector shall charge and collect a fee as set forth in the City of Springfield Fee Schedule, Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and made a part hereof.

For the purposes of this section, residential valuations shall be computed based upon the following:

· Finished Square Feet - $80.00 per square foot

· Finished Basement - $45.00 per square foot

· Unfinished Basement, Detached Garages and Pole Barns - $15.00 per square foot

· Decks and Sheds - $5.00 per square foot

· Fences - $5.00 per lineal foot

· Ground Swimming Pools and all other structures not covered by per square foot cost shall be a flat fee of $25.00

· Below Ground Swimming Pools shall be a flat fee of $50.00

Commercial valuations shall be computed based upon the group classification and type of construction as per the August 2006 Building Safety Journal with a 20% deduction for Electrical Installation as well as an additional 30% deduction in permit fee for our Region.  Accessories, demolition, shoring and other non-typical construction adjustments shall coincide with building valuation adjustments.

Section 2.  Fees not listed in the previous section are still valid and applicable as noted in their documents of origin.  

Section 3.  This ordinance does not prohibit the development and implementation of additional fees.

Section 4.  For fees which are required to be adopted by State Statute, this ordinance serves as an affirmation and shall not override the governing statute.

Section 5.  Any City official is hereby authorized and directed to refuse service to anyone who refuses to pay the fee established for that service.

Section 6.  No fee shall be waived or refunded without approval of the Springfield City Council.

Section 7.  The City of Springfield shall have the right to charge, in addition to the above fees, any overtime costs incurred in connection with the service.
Section 8.  This ordinance shall take effect January 1, 2012, and be in full force from and after its passage, approval and publication or posting as required by law.
Section 9.  That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval, and publication or posting of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed.
