WHEREAS, 
on December 5, 2011, the City of Springfield received a rezone application and a conditional use permit application from Insurance Auto Auctions, Inc., applicant, and Springfield Business Park, LLC, owner, for the above-described property; and

WHEREAS, 
on January 9, 2012, the City of Springfield received a preliminary plat application from Insurance Auto Auctions, Inc., applicant, and Springfield Business Park, LLC, owner, for Springfield Business Park; and

WHEREAS, 
on or about January 30, 2012, Gerald L. Torczon executed a Limited Power of Attorney on behalf of Springfield Business Park, LLC, authorizing Insurance Auto Auctions, Inc. to apply for and execute documents relating to zoning changes, preliminary and final plats, and conditional use permits for the above-described property; and

WHEREAS, 
on March 5, 2012, the City of Springfield received a final plat application from Insurance Auto Auctions, Inc., applicant, and Springfield Business Park, LLC, owner, for Springfield Business Park; and

WHEREAS,
the city planner, city attorney, city engineer, city clerk and other agencies have reviewed the final plat application; and

WHEREAS,
the Springfield Planning Commission held a public hearing on April 10, 2012, regarding the final plat application and has made a recommendation of approval to the City Council of the final plat for Springfield Business Park, subject to the resolution of items specified in the City Planner’s staff report as it meets the general requirements of the zoning ordinance and subdivision regulations; and

WHEREAS,
the City Council of the City of Springfield held a public hearing regarding the final plat application on May 1, 2012; and

WHEREAS,
on May 1, 2012, the City Council of the City of Springfield approved Resolution 2012-16 authorizing the Mayor to enter into a Land Development Agreement with Springfield Business Park, LLC, for Springfield Business Park, contingent upon the City Council approving the final plat of Springfield Business Park and the Developer submitting approved attachments to the Land Development Agreement; and
WHEREAS, 
on May 1, 2012, the City Council of the City of Springfield approved Resolution 2012-17 approving a Final Plat for Springfield Business Park, contingent upon the city and the developer entering into an approved Land Development Agreement; and

WHEREAS, 
on or about May 11, 2012, the City of Springfield received notification from Mark Westergard, engineer with E&A Consulting, applicant and owner’s agent, that Springfield Business Park, LLC, is not the sole owner of the real estate being platted as Springfield Business Park and that Gerald L. Torczon is not a manager of Springfield Business Park, LLC; and

WHEREAS, 
pursuant to an Affidavit and Ratification dated June 19, 2012, Mark F. Duren and Timothy Kerrigan are the managers of Springfield Business Park, LLC, a Nebraska limited liability company, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and

WHEREAS, 
pursuant to an Affidavit and Ratification dated June 18, 2012, Gerald L. Torczon is the sole director and officer of B.H.I. Investment Company, a Nebraska corporation, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “B”; and

WHEREAS,
since December 5, 2011, the date of the initial rezone and conditional use permit application, Springfield Business Park, LLC, has been and remains an eighty percent (80%) tenant in common owner of the above-described property and B.H.I. Investment Company has been and remains a twenty percent (20%) tenant in common owner of the above-described property; and

WHEREAS,
B.H.I. Investment Company and Springfield Business Park, LLC have presented a new Land Development Agreement to the City of Springfield, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “C”; and

WHEREAS,
B.H.I. Investment Company and Springfield Business Park, LLC have presented a new final plat to the City of Springfield, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “D”; and

WHEREAS,
Insurance Auto Auctions, Inc. has presented the City of Springfield with a letter dated June 27, 2012, regarding the water and sewer capital facility fees for Lot 1, Springfield Business Park, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “E”.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Springfield hereby repeals Resolution 2012-16 and Resolution 2012-17; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Springfield hereby approves and authorizes the Mayor to enter into a Land Development Agreement with Springfield Business Park, LLC, and B.H.I. Investment Company for Springfield Business Park, contingent upon (1) the developers executing the final plat attached hereto as Exhibit “D”, (2) the developers executing the Land Development Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit “C”, and (3) Insurance Auto Auctions, Inc. delivering a signed copy of Exhibit “E”; and
