Agenda Item 5.  No Department Report from Bartels.  No Department Report from Fleming.  Craney reported that the Library Foundation has published notice for bids and sealed bids will be opened on July 19 at 4:00 p.m. at the library.  Peters & Associates will attend the July 19 City Council meeting to review bids and make a recommendation of approval.  Nolte reported that street repairs are ongoing.  

Agenda Item 6.  Diane Hayes-Randels, owner of Hazy’s Bar, 105 Main Street, said that the bars had a verbal agreement with the fair board regarding operating the beer gardens and it has not been kept.  Hayes inquired as to how the fair board could advertise a five day beer garden in a magazine if the license had not been approved yet.  Hayes commented that the fair should only be given a beer garden for two days and that they should have to close at 12:00 a.m.  Mayor Dill said that the city has not been notified by law enforcement of any legal problems with the beer gardens.  He said that it is not the city’s job to regulate competition.  He suggested that the bars submit an application for their own beer garden during the fair.  Barry Post, 320 Platteview Drive, also inquired as to how the fair board could advertise a five day beer garden in a magazine if the license has not been approved yet.  Mayor Dill suggested he ask the fair board that question.  Motion by Craney, seconded by Bartels, to approve a Special Designated Liquor License upon the applicant following all state and local statutes and regulations, for the Sarpy County Agricultural Society’s beer garden during the Sarpy County Fair being held at 100 Main Street from August 3 to August 7, 2011, from 12:00 p.m. to 2:00 a.m.  AYES:  Bartels, Fleming, Craney. Agenda Item 12.  Council reviewed bids from J&J Small Engine Service and Stubbendick Implement Company for the purchase of a new Exmark lawn mower.  City Clerk reported that $15,000 was budgeted in the parks department for the purchase of a new lawn mower.  Council considered trading in the John Deere mower and requested that trade in quotes be obtained.  Motion by Bartels, seconded by Nolte, to authorize Eric Hayes, Maintenance Manager, to purchase an Exmark lawn mower from the company of his choosing in an amount not to exceed $9,919.00.
