Agenda Item 5.  No Department Report from Bartels.  No Department Report from Fleming.  Nolte reported that the city is working on streets and the maintenance department is happy with the new sand plate.  He also noted that the retaining walls at Buffalo Park are almost finished.  Mayor Dill reported that the duck drop race during Springfield Days would be moved from Main Street to another location due to road construction.

Agenda Item 6.  Lt. Russ Zeeb reviewed the Sarpy County Sheriff’s Department monthly service report.  He reported that the department is ready for Springfield Days.  He noted that the Summer Great Program started on June 7 at the elementary school and the program consisted of approximately 35 children.  Lt. Zeeb said that the department is preparing for flooding issus along the Missouri and Platte Rivers.  

Agenda Item 7.  Troy Johnston, Transportation Department Manager with JEO Consulting Group, reviewed Pay Application No. 1 from Daedalus Construction.  He said that a little more than 60% of the project is complete.  He reported that the water services boring issue was included in the pay application; however, JEO would be paying for the overages and would reimburse the city for those services.  Johnston noted that these services were included in the pay application in order to run them through the contract and warranty the work done.  Council requested that JEO provide a letter of intent to the city indicating that they would reimburse the city for fees associated with the water services boring issue.  Johnston recommended the city authorize payment for Pay Application No. 1.  Johnston also noted that OPPD has installed the conduit on the south side of the street.  He said that two original poles would remain on the street until the new light poles arrive.  Mayor Dill asked the Council to consider completely closing the one block construction area of Main Street due to traffic concerns.  Lt. Zeeb suggested the Council also restrict right turns onto 2nd Street when traveling west.  Council agreed to make street closures as discussed.  Motion by Bartels, seconded by Fleming, to approve Pay Application No. 1 from Daedalus Construction in the amount of $134,818.83 for construction services rendered through May 31, 2011, for work completed on the Main Street construction project.  AYES:  Bartels, Fleming, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.
Agenda Item 8.  Mayor Dill noted that the Council could not take any action on this item because Craney was absent and Nolte must abstain from voting due to a conflict of interest.  Mayor Dill allowed audience members to comment as was requested.  Dee Randels (owner of Hazy’s Bar), Kelly Stack (owner of Stack’s Bar), and Sharon Manzer (owner of the Dew Drop) all spoke in opposition to the Agricultural Society’s special designated liquor license application for beer gardens during the Sarpy County Fair.  Randels reported that the businesses are having a difficult time.  She commented that the bars are tax payers while the Ag Society is not.  She said that the fair should only be allowed two nights for beer gardens not five nights.  She also recommended that both nights not be weekend nights and that they close at 12:00 a.m.  She noted that the beer gardens take away parking spaces on Main Street for bar patrons.  Randels and Stack both reported that last year beer garden bartenders were not opening up beer cans in the beer garden area, which allowed people to leave the beer garden with unopened containers and bring them into their bars.  Stack pointed out that Stack’s Bar does not sell beer cans.  Manzer noted that the Dew Drop lost money during the beer gardens last year because she had hired additional workers for that week and had little business.  Randels recalled a meeting two years ago at which then Council Member Mike Dill brought Dave Stoecklin and Rich Jansen, Ag Society Members, together with the three bar owners to work together on operating the beer gardens.  Randels said the bars were brought in to help one year and then were not asked to help again.  Randels said the fair board caused the problems, not the bars.  

Gary Randels, 340 South 4th Street, said that last year during the beer gardens people were walking down the streets with beer.  He also said that the bars survive off of the fair, which helps them make it through the winter months.
Dave Stoecklin, Ag Society, said that the fair board is made up of all volunteers, who are also tax payers.  He reported that the Sarpy County Sheriff’s Department is hired every year to perform security at the beer gardens and that no beer is let go outside of the beer garden area.  He said that last year the fair board applied for a liquor license with a 1:00 a.m. closing time not a 2:00 a.m. closing time.  The fair then advertised that the beer garden would close at 12:00 a.m., so that they had one hour to get everyone out.  Stoecklin commented that the money earned from the beer garden helps pay for the bands/entertainment, security, ice, rabbit tents, advertising, portable restrooms, and the grand opening reception.  Monies leftover are placed into the fair board’s general fund.  He recalled that the fair board requested the city increase the number of days allowed for a special liquor license to five because the fair board had issues with people bringing in their own beer to events on nights without a beer garden.  Stoecklin noted that no other businesses have asked them to stop selling other goods during the fair, such as food and other refreshments.  He also reported that the fair board works with the city on other events including the trail project, bicycle rides, and athletic events.  He said that they are part of the community and maintain their property well.  Stoecklin said that when the fair board obtained their liquor license last year they did inform the Council that things did not work out with the bars the previous year.
Mike Schnebel, 185 South 3rd Street, asked if the fair would be required to pay city sales tax.  Stoecklin said that the fair pays sales tax.
Sheldon Hawkins, 1025 North 2nd Street, said that the bars are trying to make a living and are tax payers.  He commented that he agreed with the two day limit for a liquor license.  

Bartels said that the role of the City Council is to work in the best interests of the citizens as a whole; not necessarily, the best interests of any one business.  He posed the question what would happen if the fair decided to leave town.  He mentioned that the city needs to take into account the overall traffic the fair brings to town.  Bartels also noted that there have been no other liquor license applications received for that location and time.

Rick Buskirk, 180 South 3rd Street, said that if businesses are not making any money off of the fair then who cares if the fair leaves town.

Don Dalton, 385 South 4th Street, said that the fair does a great job and is doing well for the town.  He said that the fair is not to just make money for the businesses but it is not meant to hurt them either.  

Mike Schnebel, 185 South 3rd Street, said that on nights during the beer garden he has drunk people urinating in his yard and beer cans thrown in his yard.  He commented that he could care less if the fair was not in town.

Kelly Stack said that she does not want the fair to leave town.  She just wants them to work with the bars better.  She said that the fair should not have thrown in the towel after one year just because of some words being exchanged.  

Susan Eddins, 185 South 3rd Street, said that the fair exposes people to town and shows them what the city has to offer, both residential and commercial.  

Ann Prochaska, 900 North 3rd Street, asked if the bars could stand at the beer garden entrance and hand out flyers promoting their businesses.  Stoecklin suggested the bars could print advertisements on the back of beer garden ticket, but he would have to run the idea through the fair board.  Dee Randels said that still was not enough.

Rod Post, 15005 Pflug Road, suggested special liquor licenses be limited to two nights.

Mayor Dill said that the Council could not vote at this meeting because there was not a quorum.  He said the Council does care about the businesses, which can be seen through the downtown revitalization project.  He noted that the fairgrounds are part of Springfield just like the bars and other businesses.  He said that the Council cannot legislate competition.  Mayor Dill commented that beer taken outside the beer gardens and other liquor license issues are to be handled by the sheriff’s department.  
Motion by Bartels, seconded by Fleming, to table agenda item 8, regarding the Application for Special Designated Liquor License submitted by the Sarpy County Agricultural Society for beer gardens during the Sarpy County Fair, until the June 21, 2011, Council meeting.  AYES:  Bartels, Fleming, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.
Agenda Item 9.  Mark Scholting requested that the Council renew his annual special use permit for his mobile home located at 15010 Platteview Road.  He noted that his brother-in-law lives in the mobile home and is responsible for watching over the machinery and grain stored on the property.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Fleming, to approve an annual special use permit to Mark Scholting for a mobile home located at 15010 Platteview Road.  AYES:  Bartels, Fleming, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.
Agenda Item 10.  Don Dalton, on behalf of the Springfield Youth Athletic Association (SYAA), requested the city consider sharing in the cost of aglime for the Buffalo Park baseball field.  Dalton noted that numerous games are played at the field and rain delays cause issues with rescheduling.  He said that the aglime would help the infield dry out quicker, allowing rain delay games to be played sooner.  Dalton said that the total cost for the application of the aglime is $2,400 and he is requesting that the city contribute $800, only one-third of the amount.  He also suggested that the city consider offering financial assistance for the aglime in the future.  Dalton noted that aglime should be reapplied every two to three years.  Council agreed to work with the SYAA and Springfield Legion Baseball to budget this item for future years.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Bartels, to approve payment of $800.00 for aglime to be put down on the Buffalo Park baseball field.  AYES:  Bartels, Fleming, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.
Agenda Item 11.  Gerald Hutchinson, 190 North 8th Street, did not attend the meeting.  Council discussed nuisance properties and reviewed current city ordinances and state law.  City Attorney, Bill Seidler, reviewed legal action towards violators.  Nolte suggested the city consider adopting more detailed ordinances.  
Agenda Item 12.  Nolte reported that he talked with Rick Lee, Water Operator, regarding requirements to cap well #1.  He said that the casing has to be removed by a certified driller in order to abandon the well.  He noted that the motors and pumps could also be removed, but the city would not have any need or use for them since they will not work on the other two city wells.  He suggested asking Layne Western, a company that can abandon the well, if they would want the motors and pumps and maybe discount their services in exchange.  Nolte also commented that the well house building could be left on the property and removed in the future.  Council requested Rick Lee obtain cost estimates to remove the casing and fill the well with concrete.  They also requested Lee find out if Layne Western was interested in the old motor and pumps.  
Agenda Item 13.  City Attorney, Bill Seidler, noted that the Nebraska State Fire Marshall does not impose a limit on tent sizes for the sale of fireworks.  Council Member Nolte introduced Ordinance No. 789 entitled:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA, AMENDING SPRINGFIELD MUNICIPAL CODE SECTION 10-705; TO ALLOW FIREWORKS TO BE SOLD FROM WITHIN A TENT PROVIDED THAT NO TENT USED FOR THE SALE SHALL EXCEED A MAXIMUM FLOOR SPACE FOR SALES AND STORAGE AREA OF 5,000 SQUARE FEET; TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; TO REPEAL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT.

and moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Bartels seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following Council Members voted AYE:  Bartels, Fleming, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the Council and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said ordinance.  Said ordinance was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Nolte moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Bartels.  The Mayor then stated the question was “Shall Ordinance No. 789 be passed and adopted?”  Upon roll call vote, the following Council Members voted AYE:  Bartels, Fleming, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The passage and adoption of said ordinance having been concurred in by a majority of all members of the Council, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the Council signed and approved the ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed his signature thereto and ordered the ordinance to be published or posted as required by law and as provided therein.  A true, correct and complete copy of said ordinance is as follows:

ORDINANCE NO. 789
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA, AMENDING SPRINGFIELD MUNICIPAL CODE SECTION 10-705; TO ALLOW FIREWORKS TO BE SOLD FROM WITHIN A TENT PROVIDED THAT NO TENT USED FOR THE SALE SHALL EXCEED A MAXIMUM FLOOR SPACE FOR SALES AND STORAGE AREA OF 5,000 SQUARE FEET; TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; TO REPEAL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA

Section 1.  Section 10-705 of the Municipal Code of Springfield, Nebraska is amended to read as follows:

Section 10-705 FIREWORKS; LOCATION OF STAND GENERALLY.  (A)  In addition to all other requirements and regulations of the City, all fireworks stands, booths or other places of sale of fireworks shall conform to all rules and regulations promulgated by the Nebraska State Fire Marshal’s Office.


(B)  Fireworks may only be sold from within:

(1)  A temporary building structure, utilizing a booth or stand allowing for walk-up sales,


(2)  A temporary building structure which allows patrons to enter the structure,

(3)  A tent (provided, however, no tent used for the sale shall exceed a maximum floor space for sales and storage area of 5,000 square feet),

(4)  A metal trailer, or

(5) A building or structure that complies with the regulations of the State of Nebraska State Fire Marshal’s Office.


Section 2.  Any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to passage, approval and publication or posting of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is repealed.

Section 3.  This Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after its passage, approval and publication or posting as required by law.

Agenda Item 16.  Council discussed the purchase of a mower attachment for the Massey tractor.  Nolte said that the attachment would help city employees to mow along the highway and trail.  He also said the mower could be used in the parks instead of the John Deere mower.  City Clerk reported that this item was not included in the current budget.  Nolte also mentioned that he owns a mower attachment that the city could use as long as it was maintained.  Council requested the City Clerk check into insurance requirements concerning the use of Nolte’s attachment.
