A regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska was held at 7:00 o’clock p.m. at City Hall on March 15, 2011.  Present were Mayor Mike Dill; Council Members:  Eric Hayes, Dan Craney, Chad Nolte.  Absent:  John Bartels.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance by posting in three public places, one of the designated methods of giving notice.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance to the Mayor and all Council Members and a copy of their receipt of notice is attached to these Minutes.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting.  All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the public.  The Mayor publicly stated to all in attendance that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was available for review and indicated the location of such copy posted in the room where the meeting was being held.

Agenda Item 1.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Craney, to approve the Minutes of the March 1, 2011, regular Council Meeting.  AYES:  Hayes, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.

Agenda Item 3.  No Department Report from Hayes.  No Department Report from Craney.  Nolte reported that the street department had begun patching holes.  He also reported that new directional signs to City Park had been installed. 
Agenda Item 4.  Troy Johnston, Transportation Department Manager with JEO Consulting Group, reported that Daedalus Construction from Omaha came in with the low bid for the Springfield Downtown Improvements Project in the amount of $236,351.25 with a work commencement date of April 10.  Two bids were received for the project.  Johnston said that JEO performed a background check on Daedalus, which report came back positive.  Mayor Dill requested that JEO walk around and visit all downtown businesses to address any questions or concerns regarding the project.  Motion by Hayes, seconded by Craney, to award the construction bid for the Springfield Downtown Improvement Project to Daedalus Construction Co. of Omaha in the amount of $236,351.25 with a commencement date of April 10, 2011. Agenda Item 5.  Motion by Hayes, seconded by Craney, to approve a Special Designated Liquor License upon the applicant following all state and local statutes and regulations, for the Springfield Youth Athletic Association for the Spring Fling Fundraiser to be held at the Sarpy County Fairgrounds 4H Building, 100 Main Street, Springfield, on April 30, 2011, from 5:30 p.m. to 1:00 a.m.  AYES:  Hayes, Craney, Nolte. Agenda Item 6.  Jerry Torczon, BHI Development, discussed the potential development of his property north of Platteview Road on the west side of Highway 50 across from the cemetery.  Torczon reported that Insurance Auto Auctions (IAA) was interested in developing the westernmost thirty acres of his property for the development of a salvage car auction facility.  Dick Engleman, Real Estate Project Manager with IAA, reviewed business procedures.  He said that photographs of vehicles are taken upon entering the facility and that no vehicles are dismantled or parted out.  He reported that live auctions would be held on Thursdays and there would also be internet auctions and that all vehicles are sold within 45-60 days.  He also pointed out that chemical spills are cleaned up immediately.  Engleman noted that the business proposed to construct a six foot chain link fence around the property with a two foot electrical fence at the top.  He said that landscaping, including trees, would be planted around the outside of the fence.  He indicated that there would be ample access for fire and rescue vehicles because of the access required by vehicle transport trucks.  Engleman reported that IAA desires to expand their Omaha location.  He commented that the Omaha location sells approximately 200-250 vehicles a week.  He said that the new location would be able to hold 4,280 vehicles, which equates to 175 vehicles per acre.  Mayor Dill informed Torczon that the city would not pay for water and sewer service to his property.  Council informed Torczon that he would need to follow city zoning and subdivision regulations.
