A regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska was held at 7:00 o’clock p.m. at City Hall on March 20, 2012.  Present were Mayor Mike Dill; Council Members:  Bob Roseland, Randy Fleming, Dan Craney, Chad Nolte.  Absent:  None.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance by posting in three public places, one of the designated methods of giving notice.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance to the Mayor and all Council Members and a copy of their receipt of notice is attached to these Minutes.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting.  All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the public.  The Mayor publicly stated to all in attendance that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was available for review and indicated the location of such copy posted in the room where the meeting was being held.

Agenda Item 1.  Motion by Fleming, seconded by Craney, to approve the Minutes of the March 6, 2012, regular Council Meeting.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None. 

Agenda Item 2.  Roseland reported that the maintenance department obtained bids for a tree to be removed at City Park and that Terry Hughes Tree Service will be removing the dead tree.  Fleming suggested that a directional sign for City Hall be put up on Main Street.  No Department Report from Craney.  No Department Report from Nolte.

Agenda Item 3.  Don Dalton, on behalf of the Springfield Legion Baseball Parents, reviewed the application for a special designated liquor license and requested that the Council consider waiving the city’s license fee for special designated liquor licenses, as well as the Community Building rental fee.  Dalton said that the license is for a fundraising event to raise money for improvements to the Buffalo Park baseball field and surrounding area.  Mayor Dill noted that the city does not waive liquor licenses for non-profits.  Motion by Roseland, seconded by Nolte, to approve a Special Designated Liquor License upon the applicant following all state and local statutes and regulations, for the Springfield Legion Baseball Parents Association for a fundraiser to be held at the Springfield Community Building, 104 Main Street, Springfield, on April 21, 2012, from 12:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte. NAYS: None.  Motion by Nolte to waive the city fee for the special designated liquor license and to waive the fee for rental of the Community Building.  Motion died due to the lack of a second.  Motion by Craney, seconded by Fleming, to charge the city fee for the special designated liquor license and to waive the fee for rental of the Community Building.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte. NAYS: None.  

Agenda Item 4.  Council reviewed a bid from Team Lab and considered the purchase of a tar crack filler machine.  Eric Hayes, maintenance manager, said that the machine would be used to fill existing cracks and also to tar and seal new concrete repairs.  He reviewed how the machine works and the process of filling cracks.  He said that one barrel of tar would fill approximately 75-150 feet of cracks depending upon crack width.  Council reviewed financial information and street budget amounts provided by the City Clerk.  Council discussed when to purchase the equipment because of weather, staff and financial considerations.  Council requested Hayes determine how many barrels of tar would be needed to fill the joints of the street repair work completed last year and report at the next meeting.  Fleming also noted that a street repair plan for 2012 was supposed to be completed.  Motion by Craney, seconded by Roseland, to table agenda item 4, regarding the purchase of a tar crack filler, until the April 3, 2012, Council meeting.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte. Agenda Item 8.  Council Member Nolte introduced Ordinance No. 803 entitled:        

AN ORDINANCE CREATING STREET IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NO. 2012-1 IN THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA, ORDERING THE CONSTRUCTION OF STREET IMPROVEMENTS THEREIN AND ORDERING THE PUBLICATION OF THE ORDINANCE IN PAMPHLET FORM.

and moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Craney seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following Council Members voted AYE:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the Council and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said ordinance.  Said ordinance was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Nolte moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Craney.  The Mayor then stated the question was “Shall Ordinance No. 803 be passed and adopted?”  Upon roll call vote, the following Council Members voted AYE:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The passage and adoption of said ordinance having been concurred in by a majority of all members of the Council, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the Council signed and approved the ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed his signature thereto and ordered the ordinance to be published or posted as required by law and as provided therein.  A true, correct and complete copy of said ordinance is as follows:

ORDINANCE NO. 803

AN ORDINANCE CREATING STREET IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NO. 2012-1 IN THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA, ORDERING THE CONSTRUCTION OF STREET IMPROVEMENTS THEREIN AND ORDERING THE PUBLICATION OF THE ORDINANCE IN PAMPHLET FORM.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA, as follows:

Section 1.  That there be and hereby is created in the City of Springfield, Nebraska, a street improvement district to be known and designated as Street Improvement District No. 2012-1 of the City of Springfield, Nebraska.
Section 2.  That the outer boundaries of Street Improvement District No. 2012-1 shall include, in addition to the street to be improved, all of the following described property to-wit:

Lot 1, Zimmerman’s Second Addition, Irreg Westerly 725.42 feet of Tax Lot 18 exc rd and exc platted tracts 24-13-11 – currently in the process of being platted, Tax Lot R6, 24-13-11, Lot 1, STP Addition, Lot 8, Victoria Addition, Lot 2, William’s Place, Lot 6, William’s Place, Lot 1, Kildow 2nd Addition Replat 1, Lot 7, Kildow 2nd Addition Replat 1, Lot 3, Victoria Addition, Lot 2, Victoria Addition and Lot 1, Victoria Addition,

and within which district, the following street shall be improved by concrete paving, with integral curb, gutter  and all necessary appurtenances related thereto:

South 1st Street from Spruce Street to Pflug Road.

Section 3.  Said street shall be improved and said improvements shall be made in accordance with the plans, specifications and estimate prepared by the special engineers for the City and to be approved by the Mayor and Council.  The cost of such paving excepting street intersection shall be assessed against the property within said district specifically benefited thereby in proportion to benefits.  
 
Section 4.  Notice of the creation of said District shall be published as provided by law in the Papillion Times, a legal newspaper published in Sarpy County and of general circulation in Springfield, Nebraska.
Section 5.  This ordinance shall be published in pamphlet form and take effect as provided by law.

Agenda Item 10.  Council reviewed the city ordinance regarding sidewalk replacement and repair and agreed to proceed with requiring property owners to fix their sidewalks.  The Council will review properties around town in phases and direct the City Clerk to proceed with proper notification for repair and replacement.  Council also discussed how sidewalks would be repaired if the property owner fails to do it themselves.  Motion by Fleming, seconded by Roseland, to direct the maintenance manager to obtain bids from two or three contractors for sidewalk construction.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.  
Agenda Item 11.  Council considered preparing a community survey to be mailed to residents in the monthly utility billing.  Council suggested that each member come up with approximately ten questions that could be included in a survey and report back at the next meeting.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Craney, to table agenda item 11, regarding a community survey, until the April 3, 2012, Council meeting.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.
Agenda Item 12.  Council considered ways to improve the operation of the Community Building and generate more rentals, including available parking, basement access, thermostat control and advertising opportunities.  Council toured the Community Building after the meeting.

Agenda Item 13.  Council reviewed health, life and short-term disability insurance proposals.  A proposal from the city’s current insurance carrier, Assurant Health, was not available.  The City Clerk reported that Assurant Health would not offer short-term disability insurance to employees over the age of 65.  Council considered switching the life and short-term disability insurance to another carrier that would provide coverage to employees over 65 years of age.  Mayor Dill suggested the city check into long-term disability coverage for employees.  Council also suggested that future renewals/proposals be completed by the city’s insurance agent well in advance of the renewal date, such as six months in advance.  Motion by Roseland, seconded by Craney, to switch the life insurance and short-term disability insurance to Lincoln Financial contingent upon receiving a written statement from either SilverStone or Assurant Health stating that there would be no financial impact to the city’s health insurance policy with Assurant. WHEREAS, the City of Springfield reserves the right to establish and update personnel policies and procedures which are within their legal authority; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and the City Council of the City of Springfield, Sarpy County, Nebraska, that the City of Springfield Employee Handbook Section 507 entitled “Overtime” shall be amended to read as follows: 
OVERTIME

When operating requirements or other needs cannot be met during regular working hours, employees may be scheduled to work overtime hours.  When possible, advance notification of these mandatory assignments will be provided.  All overtime work must be pre-authorized by the Mayor unless it is of an emergency nature.  Overtime assignments will be distributed as equitably as practical to all employees qualified to perform the required work.

Overtime compensation is paid to all nonexempt employees in accordance with Federal and State wage and hour restrictions.  Overtime can be paid in compensatory time or actual pay.  Either case, overtime pay is based on 40 actual hours worked during a single Sunday through Saturday week.  Personal time, compensatory time or vacation leave which has not been requested a minimum of two weeks in advance, time off on sick leave, or any other leave of absence will not be considered hours worked for purposes of performing overtime calculations.  Mandatory holidays will be considered as hours worked when calculating overtime.

Overtime will not be paid for time to attend meetings relating to duties as a City Employee.

Employees will not be allowed to accrue more than 24 hours of compensatory time at any given time.

Failure to work scheduled overtime or overtime worked without prior authorization from the Mayor may result in disciplinary action, up to and including possible termination of employment.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Mayor and the City Council of the City of Springfield, Sarpy County, Nebraska, that the City of Springfield Employee Handbook Section 507 entitled “Overtime” as amended above shall take effect immediately.

COMPENSATORY TIME

Compensatory time is has been a program that allows allowed employees to accrue time off in lieu of being paid for overtime work.  It is has been subject to all of the rules for overtime.
Employees will not be allowed to accrue more than 24 hours of compensatory time at any given time.  

Upon termination of employment, employees will be paid for unused compensatory time that has been earned through the last day of work.
Effective with the date of the adoption of this section by the City Council, employees will no longer accrue compensatory time in lieu of being paid for overtime.

Employees wishing to use compensatory time must use the time by July 1, 2010.  Employees who have not used all of the time in their compensatory time banks by that date will be paid for their compensatory time bank in accordance with the FLSA rules.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Mayor and the City Council of the City of Springfield, Sarpy County, Nebraska, that the City of Springfield Employee Handbook Section 523 entitled “Compensatory Time” shall take effect immediately.
