Agenda Item 4.  Roseland reported that he shadowed water operator, Rick Lee, and toured the water department facilities.  He said that the well in City Park needs to be resleeved in the spring or fall when water usage is lower.  Council agreed to have Rick Lee begin working on this project.  Roseland also reported that there are a few dead trees in City Park that need to be cut down.  Council agreed to direct the maintenance department to obtain bids for tree removal.  No Department Report from Fleming.  No Department Report from Nolte.  No Department Report from Craney.
Agenda Item 5.  Lt. Mark Trapp with the Sarpy County Sheriff’s Department provided the monthly service report.  

Motion by Nolte, seconded by Roseland, to move agenda item 17, regarding the placement of vehicle speed sensors on Main Street, after agenda item 5.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.
Agenda Item 17.  Council reviewed a bid obtained by Lt. Russ Zeeb from MPH Industries for vehicle speed sensors.  Lt. Zeeb suggested the city select the 110 Volt AC-Powered Package as opposed to the Solar-Powered Package.  He also recommended that the city purchase two sensors, one to monitor westbound traffic on Main Street between 2nd and 3rd Streets and one to monitor eastbound traffic on Main Street between the fairgrounds property and Railroad Street.  He said that the sensors will act as a deterrent to drivers and attract their attention to slow them down.  Lt. Zeeb said the city will need to consider placement of the sensors on poles with electricity.  The City Clerk reported that Keno Community Betterment funds could be used to purchase the sensors.  Motion by Fleming, seconded by Nolte, to purchase two Speed Guardian 110 Volt AC-Powered Speed Advisory Signs from MPH Industries in the amount of $3,400.00 ($1,700.00/each) with funds from the Keno Community Betterment account.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.
Agenda Item 6.  Lois Rieschick, 795 North 5th Avenue, requested that the Council allow residents to use the Community Building for walking throughout the entire school year, instead of only from November 1 through March 1.  Motion by Roseland, seconded by Nolte, to open the Community Building from 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., Monday through Friday except for holidays, throughout the course of the school year for residents to walk.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.
Agenda Item 7.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Fleming, to waive the Community Building rental fee for Sarpy County Tourism for a one hour presentation to be held on March 19 for a tour group.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.
Agenda Item 8.  A Public Hearing of the Springfield City Council was opened at 7:21 p.m. to consider an application for a change of zoning classification from AR-Agriculture Residential to R30-General Family Residential on proposed Lots 18-19 and LI-Light Industrial on Lots 1-17 of the proposed Springfield Industrial Park located in part of Tax Lot 18, a tax lot located in the SW ¼ of Section 24, Township 13 North, Range 11 East of the 6th P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska.  David Potter, City Planner with JEO Consulting Group, reviewed the staff report.  He reported that approval of the proposed zoning change by the City Council is contingent upon the approval of the Springfield Industrial Park preliminary and final plats.  No one from the public spoke in opposition to or in favor of the application.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Fleming, to close the Public Hearing.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.  Public Hearing closed at 7:24 p.m.

Agenda Item 9.  A Public Hearing of the Springfield City Council was opened at 7:24 p.m. to consider an application for a preliminary plat (Lots 1-19 and Outlot A, Springfield Industrial Park) of a subdivision located in part of Tax Lot 18, a tax lot located in the SW ¼ of Section 24, Township 13 North, Range 11 East of the 6th P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska, containing approximately 17.369 acres, more or less, and generally located south of Spruce Street on the east side of South 1st Street.  David Potter, City Planner with JEO Consulting Group, reviewed the staff report.  He reported that the developer was not requesting any waivers to the subdivision regulations.  Potter noted the following items in regards to the plat: (1) fire hydrants will need to be near the proposed intersection of 3rd and Spruce Streets and the proposed intersection of 1st and 3rd Streets; (2) the city will need to consider renaming the portion of 3rd Street that curves down to intersect with 1st Street in order to avoid any confusion; (3) the developer has agreed to increase the water main size from 6” to 8”; and (4) a subdivision agreement will be considered with the final plat.  No one from the public spoke in opposition to or in favor of the application.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Roseland, to close the Public Hearing.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.  Public Hearing closed at 7:34 p.m.    
Agenda Item 10.  A Public Hearing of the Springfield City Council was opened at 7:34 p.m. to consider an application for a preliminary plat (Lots 1-3 and Outlot A, Springfield Business Park) and requested waivers located in part of the South ½ of the NE ¼ of Section 14, and also together with part of Tax Lot 2, a Tax Lot located in said South ½ of the NE ¼ of Section 14, and also together with part of Tax Lot 8, a Tax Lot located in the SE ¼ of said Section 14, and also together with that part of the included State Highway No. 50 right-of-way, all located in Township 13 North, Range 11 East of the 6th P.M., Sarpy County Nebraska, containing an area of 73.813 acres, more or less.  David Potter, City Planner with JEO Consulting Group, reviewed the staff report and informed the Council that the only waiver requested was for the development of sidewalks.  He noted that the preliminary drainage report was submitted by the developer.  Potter also reported that a subdivision agreement will be submitted to the city prior to the Council’s consideration of the final plat.  Fleming expressed concern about motor fuels draining on the property.  Mark Westergard, developer’s engineer with E&A Consulting, said that there would be one large drainage basin located in the southern area of the project and that there would be no net increase in runoff.  Steve Tibble, Director of Construction with Insurance Auto Auctions (IAA), described the company’s handling of vehicles.  He said that the company does not change fluids in vehicles, nor do they repair or part out vehicles.  Tibble also said that IAA carries environmental insurance and follows all laws regarding cleanup of hazardous fluids.  Potter explained that specific conditions regarding IAA’s operations would be listed in the Conditional Use Permit, which the company will need to obtain in order to operate this type of use in the proposed zoning jurisdiction.  City Attorney, Bill Seidler, reviewed items to be addressed in the Conditional Use Permit including storage of fluids, efforts to protect the groundwater, and mitigation efforts to reduce odors.  Seidler noted that the city and developer are currently in the process of negotiating the permit agreement.  Tom Buskirk, Jr., 940 North 2nd Street, asked what the term of the Conditional Use Permit would be.  Potter noted that a term has not yet been reached and that the Conditional Use Permit is still being considered by the Planning Commission and, after they submit a recommendation, it will come before the Council for consideration.  Timothy Lorenz, 12902 South 168th Street, inquired further about the drainage basin.  Mark Westergard described the outlet pipe and emergency spillway.  No one else from the public spoke in opposition to or in favor of the application.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Roseland, to close the Public Hearing.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.  Public Hearing closed at 7:47 p.m.        
Agenda Item 11.  A Public Hearing of the Springfield City Council was opened at 7:47 p.m. to consider an application for a change of zoning classification from AR-Agriculture Residential to LI-Light Industrial on proposed Lot 1, Springfield Business Park located on 35.46 acres in parts of the South ½ of the NE ¼ and the North ½ of the SE ¼ of Section 14-13-11.  David Potter, City Planner with JEO Consulting Group, reviewed the staff report.  He reported that approval of the proposed zoning change by the City Council is contingent upon the approval of the Springfield Business Park preliminary and final plats.  Potter explained that Lot 1 needs to be rezoned in order for the business to operate within the zoning regulations.  He also reminded the Council that a Conditional Use Permit will be required for the business.  Mark Westergard with E&A Consulting noted that Lots 2 and 3 of the development will remain zoned Agriculture Residential.  No one from the public spoke in opposition to or in favor of the application.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Roseland, to close the Public Hearing.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.  Public Hearing closed at 7:51 p.m.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA APPROVING A PRELIMINARY AND FINAL PLAT APPLICATION AND REQUESTED WAIVERS OF LOTS 1 AND 2, GRUHN ACRES, REPLAT 1, BEING A REPLAT OF LOT 1 GRUHN ACRES, TOGETHER WITH THE EAST ½ OF THE NW ¼ OF SECTION 12, TOWNSHIP 13 N, RANGE 11 E OF THE 6TH P.M., SARPY COUNTY NEBRASKA, CONTAINING APPROXIMATELY 80.04 ACRES, MORE OR LESS, AND GENERALLY LOCATED SOUTHEAST OF CAPEHART ROAD AND HIGHWAY 50.

WHEREAS,
