The Mayor and City Council reserve the right to adjourn into executive session per Section 84-1410 of the Nebraska Revised Statutes.
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska was held at 7:00 o’clock p.m. at City Hall on May 17, 2011.  Present were Mayor Mike Dill; Council Members:  John Bartels, Dan Craney, Chad Nolte.  Absent:  None.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance by posting in three public places, one of the designated methods of giving notice.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance to the Mayor and all Council Members and a copy of their receipt of notice is attached to these Minutes.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting.  All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the public.  The Mayor publicly stated to all in attendance that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was available for review and indicated the location of such copy posted in the room where the meeting was being held.

Agenda Item 1.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Bartels, to approve the Minutes of the May 3, 2011, regular Council Meeting.  AYES:  Bartels, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None. 

The City Clerk reported a balance on hand of $840,398.02 in cash assets; Prestige Treasury - $203,061.34; Prestige Keno Lottery - $135,357.74; Prestige Keno Progressive Jackpot - $50,000.00; Water Deposit Savings - $4,167.79; Refundable Deposits Savings - $1,215.64; Water Tower Savings - $96,156.97; Prestige Bond - $459,757.10; Sewer Restricted - $60,375.33; Money Market Library Bricks - $7,986.45; Government Securities – $192,515.86; Time Certificates as follows:  Bond - $75,357.98; Tower - $56,212.89; Water - $122,108.47; Park - $11,804.44; Library Bricks - $20,923.17; Cash Receipts - $317,861.37; Cash Disbursements - $51,985.82; no bond payments.

Agenda Item 2.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Bartels, to accept the Treasurer’s Report.  AYES:  Bartels, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.

Agenda Item 3.  Council agreed to ride in the Springfield Days parade.

Agenda Item 4.  Mayor Dill nominated Randy Fleming, 222 Main Street, to fill the City Council seat vacancy.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Bartels, to approve Mayor Dill’s nomination of Randy Fleming, 222 Main Street, to fill the City Council seat vacancy which term expires December 2014.  AYES:  Bartels, Nolte.  NAYS:  Craney.  Motion carried.  Randy Fleming will be sworn in at the June 7 Council meeting after he resigns from the Springfield Planning Commission.
Agenda Item 5.  Council reviewed commercial insurance bids from Marcotte (Springfield/Louisville) Insurance Agency and the League Association of Risk Management (LARM).  The Mayor and City Clerk recommended that the city keep the insurance policy with Marcotte Insurance.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Bartels, to accept the bid from Marcotte Insurance in the amount of $26,724.00 for annual commercial insurance coverage.  AYES:  Bartels, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.
Agenda Item 6.  Amy Bellows with the American Diabetes Association reviewed the Tour de Cure event scheduled for May 22, 2011.  She thanked the city for allowing the event to be held in town and said that they really like the facilities offered.  Bellows requested that South Railroad Avenue be closed from Main Street south to Spruce Street.  Motion by Bartels, seconded by Craney, to close South Railroad Avenue from Main Street to Spruce Street on May 22, 2011, for the Tour de Cure event.  AYES:  Bartels, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.
Agenda Item 7.  Dillon Salvo did not attend the meeting.  No action was taken.

Agenda Item 8.  Bob Pratt, Yotes BBQ Pizzeria, 167 Main Street, discussed possible festivities for a Main Street Open House to be held after completion of the downtown construction project.  Pratt said activities could include a car show, art showcase in the new urban park, children’s carnival, BBQ contest, street dance with beer garden, and ribbon cutting/dedication event.  Mayor Dill noted that construction is estimated to be completed by July 10.  Pratt said that he was considering scheduling the event for Saturday, July 23.  Mayor Dill suggested Pratt speak with other business owners about the event and get them involved.  Pratt said that he was also going to try and obtain sponsorships for the events.  Council noted that waivers, permits and insurance requirements will need to be determined.  Council agreed that the event was a good idea.
Agenda Item 9.  Bob Pratt, Yotes BBQ Pizzeria, 167 Main Street, requested the Council consider allowing him a designated loading zone and/or loading ramp in front of his business on Main Street because he does not have alley access.  Mayor Dill noted that a change to the design plan of the Main Street construction project that is already underway would cost the city additional money.  He also pointed out that this issue was discussed with the project engineer and contractor who expressed concern with grade requirements and ADA requirements.  Pratt said that he spoke with the contractor as well and realized the concerns with the ramp.  Pratt inquired about a designated loading zone.  Council considered the request.  No action was taken.

Agenda Item 10.  Dawn Kors, Midwest Area Manager with Insurance Auto Auctions (IAA), reviewed potential plans to locate the business on the western 35 acres on the parcel of land located on the southwest corner of Highway 50 and Platteview Road.  The City Clerk noted that the west portion of property is currently zoned Agriculture Residential and designated on the future land use plan for medium density residential, single family residential and park.  The City Clerk also reported that this type of business use is not identified in the city zoning ordinance and, if identified, would probably be classified under the Light Industrial zoning district, which would not correspond to the future land use plan.  Kors noted that the property on the north side of Platteview Road is designated for industrial use on the future land use plan, so the plan could be changed to allow industrial on the south side as well.  Bartels pointed out that residential uses would still be directly adjacent to the property.  Nolte inquired as to what was wrong with the other site IAA was interested in, which is located north of town across from the cemetery on Jerry Torczon’s property.  Kors pointed out that the company must look at two different sites.  She also said that the other site was farther from town and would not draw people into town.  Nolte reported that he has received many phone calls from residents opposing this type of use on the Highway 50 and Platteview Road location.  Kors said that they could provide a landscape plan and educate the community on what type of business they run.  Mayor Dill noted that he is not opposed to the business use, but he is not in favor of the business locating on the Highway 50 and Platteview Road location.  He indicated that the property north of town fits the company’s intended use much better.  Nolte pointed out that Highway 50 north of town is already four lane and turn lanes are already in place for the north property.  Craney and Bartels also pointed out that they are not opposed to the business use, but that they are not in favor of the Highway 50 and Platteview Road location.  Mayor Dill reported that he spoke with Sarpy County Economic Development about this item and that they suggested the city follow the future land use plan.  He also said that they mentioned Platteview Road will be a main corridor in the future, which the city needs to keep in consideration for future development.  Kors and Steve Tibble with Insurance Auto Auctions said that they would continue to look at Torczon’s property north of town. 
Agenda Item 11.  Council Member Nolte introduced Ordinance No. 788 entitled:

and moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Bartels seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following Council Members voted AYE:  Bartels, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the Council and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said ordinance.  Said ordinance was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Nolte moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Bartels.  The Mayor then stated the question was “Shall Ordinance No. 788 be passed and adopted?”  Upon roll call vote, the following Council Members voted AYE:  Bartels, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The passage and adoption of said ordinance having been concurred in by a majority of all members of the Council, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the Council signed and approved the ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed his signature thereto and ordered the ordinance to be published or posted as required by law and as provided therein. 1.
Building Permit Fee Schedule

Before issuing a permit for the building of any new building or any alteration or remodeling of any building, the building inspector shall charge and collect a fee as set forth in the City of Springfield Fee Schedule, Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and made a part hereof.

For the purposes of this section, residential valuations shall be computed based upon the following:

· Finished Square Feet - $80.00 per square foot

· Finished Basement - $45.00 per square foot

· Unfinished Basement, Detached Garages and Pole Barns - $15.00 per square foot

· Decks and Sheds - $5.00 per square foot

· Fences - $5.00 per lineal foot

· Ground Swimming Pools and all other structures not covered by per square foot cost shall be a flat fee of $25.00

· Below Ground Swimming Pools shall be a flat fee of $50.00

Commercial valuations shall be computed based upon the group classification and type of construction as per the August 2006 Building Safety Journal with a 20% deduction for Electrical Installation as well as an additional 30% deduction in permit fee for our Region.  Accessories, demolition, shoring and other non-typical construction adjustments shall coincide with building valuation adjustments.

Section 2.  Fees not listed in the previous section are still valid and applicable as noted in their documents of origin.  

Section 3.  This ordinance does not prohibit the development and implementation of additional fees.

Section 4.  For fees which are required to be adopted by State Statute, this ordinance serves as an affirmation and shall not override the governing statute.

Section 5.  Any City official is hereby authorized and directed to refuse service to anyone who refuses to pay the fee established for that service.

Section 6.  No fee shall be waived or refunded without approval of the Springfield City Council.

Section 7.  The City of Springfield shall have the right to charge, in addition to the above fees, any overtime costs incurred in connection with the service.

Section 8.  This ordinance shall take effect June 1, 2011, and be in full force from and after its passage, approval and publication or posting as required by law.

Section 9.  That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval, and publication or posting of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed.

SIGNING OF AN ENGINEERING SERVICES AGREEMENT

WHEREAS, the City of Springfield, Nebraska is developing a transportation project for which it intends to obtain Federal funds; and


WHEREAS, the City of Springfield, Nebraska as a sub-recipient of Federal-Aid funding is charged with the responsibility of expending said funds in accordance with Federal, State and local laws, rules, regulations, policies and guidelines applicable to the funding of the Federal-aid project; and


WHEREAS, the City of Springfield, Nebraska and Olsson Associates wish to enter into an Engineering Services Agreement to provide Preliminary Engineering Services for the Federal-aid project.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Governing Body of the City of Springfield, Nebraska that Michael A. Dill, Mayor, of the City of Springfield, Nebraska is hereby authorized to sign the attached Engineering Services Agreement between the City of Springfield, Nebraska and Olsson Associates.

Agenda Item 14.  Mayor Dill reviewed a staffing agreement from Staff Mid-America, Inc. to provide general laborers to the city at a rate of $15.00/hour for assistance with street repairs.  Laborers will be used on a part-time/seasonal basis.  Mayor Dill noted that the original rate offered was $16.00/hour.  He said that the company would not decrease the amount anymore because of their cost for workers compensation insurance.  Nolte inquired if the city would be liable for any taxes or workers compensation claims.  Mayor Dill said that the staffing agency would handle the payroll taxes and workers compensation claims.  Lori Menichetti with Marcotte Insurance Agency suggested that the city obtain insurance certificates from the staffing company stating that the insurance is paid.  Craney suggested the city consider hiring local people, such as high school or college students, to help with street repairs.  He said that they would be available during the summer months before going back to school and it would give them an opportunity to learn and gain work experience.  Menichetti reviewed age requirements for insurance purposes and suggested the city utilize Marcotte’s free loss control specialist to review age requirements, training, and types of work performed.  Nolte said that he would like to hire laborers with street repair experience.  Nolte also mentioned the flexibility of going with a staffing agency.  He pointed out that if a laborer did not work out then that person could be sent back and you could ask for a new laborer.  Bartels said that the city could proceed with obtaining laborers from the staffing agency and later switch to hiring local workers.  Mayor Dill suggested blending the two types of workers.  Bob Pratt, 167 Main Street, commented that he would like to see jobs filled from workers in town.  Motion by Bartels, seconded by Nolte, to authorize the Mayor to move forward with Staff Mid-America, Inc. to hire temporary general laborers.  AYES:  Bartels, Nolte.  NAYS:  Craney.
