Agenda Item 4.  There were no department reports.

Agenda Item 5.  Randy Fleming, on behalf of the Springfield Community Foundation, presented a check to the City Council in the amount of $20,000 for one-half of the purchase price of the property located on the northeast corner of 2nd and Main Streets.  The City of Springfield will be contributing the other half of the purchase price.  The property is planned to be developed into an urban park.
Agenda Item 6.  Toby Churchill, Sarpy County Economic Development, presented the 1st quarter report.  He reported that net taxable sales were up from last year; however, building permits had decreased substantially.  Churchill also reviewed business inquiries and prospect updates.  Randy Fleming, 222 Main Street, inquired how the city could protect the Highway 50 corridor.  Churchill noted that through the comprehensive plan the city could work to obtain the right types of businesses.  He also said that the city could place covenants and restrictions on developments.

Agenda Item 7.  Tim Murman with Glacial Till Vineyard & Winery near Palmyra discussed the Tour de Cure event scheduled for May 22, 2011.  He said that the bicycle event was being organized by the American Diabetes Association.  Murman reported that the winery would be providing 4 ounce samples to participants, as well as selling bottles of wine.  The winery’s stand will be located outside on the fairgrounds property and the consumption area will be surrounded by a snow fence.  Wristbands will be used to identify those of the legal drinking age.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Bartels, to approve a Special Designated Liquor License upon the applicant following all state and local statutes and regulations, for Glacial Till Vineyard & Winery, LLC for the Tour de Cure event to be held at the Sarpy County Fairgrounds, Springfield, on May 22, 2011, from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.  AYES:  Bartels, Craney, Nolte. NAYS: None.

Agenda Item 8.  Troy Johnston, Transportation Department Manager with JEO Consulting Group, reviewed lighting options for the Springfield Downtown Improvements Project and provided a cost estimate.  He noted that the poles, screw bases and clam shell base covers would be obtained from Valmont, while OPPD would provide the acorn style light fixtures and install the lighting equipment.  Four poles will be placed on each side of the downtown block.  Each pole will have banner arms to hang city banners and holiday decorations, as well as an electrical outlet to plug in the decorations.  Johnston and the Council compared concrete bases versus screw bases.  Johnston noted that OPPD only installs screw bases.  The Mayor requested Johnston make sure the clam shell base covers align correctly on the downhill slope.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Bartels, to authorize the City Treasurer expend up to $40,000.00 for the lighting for the Downtown Improvements Project, including 9 poles, 9 clam shell base covers, 8 acorn style light fixtures, 8 screw bases, 16 banner arms, and installation labor.  AYES:  Bartels, Craney, Nolte. NAYS: None.  
Agenda Item 9.  Council reviewed a letter from Louie Post, Water Operator, suggesting that the city cap well #1 because a solution has not been found to eliminate the well’s nitrate problem.  Even though the well is not in use, the city is still required to test the well which costs money.  Nolte said that he spoke with Post regarding this item and noted that the state is also requesting the city handle this situation.  Nolte said that Post is requesting authorization to proceed with the capping process.  Mayor Dill recommended that Post attend a Council meeting to discuss this item.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Craney, to request Louie Post, Water Operator, attend the June 7, 2011, Council meeting to present plans for capping well #1 and to provide cost estimates.  AYES:  Bartels, Craney, Nolte. NAYS: None.
Agenda Item 10.  Josh Myers on behalf of Kracklin Kirks Fireworks informed the Council that LB 880, which was approved by the State Legislature last year, opened up the amount of new fireworks that can be sold in Nebraska.  Myers noted that due to the increase in allowable fireworks, they need a larger tent.  He reported that Springfield’s ordinance only allows tents up to a maximum of 3,600 square feet and they would like to be able to use a 4,000 square feet tent.  Myers requested the Council consider either waiving the requirement for this selling period or changing the ordinance for next year.  Council requested the city attorney research this request.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Bartels, to approve fireworks stand license applications for Bellino Fireworks, Ka-Boomers Fireworks, Kracklin’ Kirks Fireworks, Wild Willy’s Fireworks and Williams Enterprises.  AYES:  Bartels, Craney, Nolte. NAYS: None.  
Agenda Item 11.  Council considered a request from Peggy Dean to place a bench in Buffalo Park in honor/memory of her parents.  Council reviewed location, design, and placement of the bench.  Council requested that the bench be consistent in design and color with other apparatuses at the park.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Bartels, to direct Eric Hayes, Working Maintenance Manager, to work with Peggy Dean on the details for the placement of the bench in Buffalo Park.  AYES:  Bartels, Craney, Nolte. NAYS: None.
Agenda Item 12.  Council declared a vacancy for Eric Hayes’ City Council seat which term expires December 2014.  Motion by Bartels, seconded by Nolte, to direct the City Clerk to post notice of the vacancy and length of the unexpired term in three public places (Springfield City Hall, Springfield Post Office, Springfield State Bank).  AYES:  Bartels, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.     
Agenda Item 13.  Council Member Nolte introduced Resolution 2011-10 and moved its adoption.  Council Member Bartels seconded the foregoing motion and on roll call on the passage and adoption of said resolution, the following voted YEA:  Bartels, Craney, Nolte. Agenda Item 14.  Council Member Bartels introduced Ordinance No. 787 entitled:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA, RELATING TO UTILITY-TYPE VEHICLES AND MINITRUCKS; TO ADD A NEW SECTION 5-407 TO THE SPRINGFIELD MUNICIPAL CODE; TO ALLOW THE OPERATION OF UTILITY-TYPE VEHICLES AND MINITRUCKS WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS UNDER CERTAIN CIRCUMSTANCES; TO IMPOSE RESTRICTIONS ON THE USE OF UTILITY-TYPE VEHICLES AND MINITRUCKS; TO ESTABLISH PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION; TO REPEAL CONFLICTING ORDINANCES AND SECTIONS; TO PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

and moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Craney seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following Council Members voted AYE:  Bartels, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the Council and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said ordinance.  Said ordinance was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Bartels moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Craney.  The Mayor then stated the question was “Shall Ordinance No. 787 be passed and adopted?”  Upon roll call vote, the following Council Members voted AYE:  Bartels, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The passage and adoption of said ordinance having been concurred in by a majority of all members of the Council, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the Council signed and approved the ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed his signature thereto and ordered the ordinance to be published or posted as required by law and as provided therein.  A true, correct and complete copy of said ordinance is as follows:

ORDINANCE NO. 787
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA, RELATING TO UTILITY-TYPE VEHICLES AND MINITRUCKS; TO ADD A NEW SECTION 5-407 TO THE SPRINGFIELD MUNICIPAL CODE; TO ALLOW THE OPERATION OF UTILITY-TYPE VEHICLES AND MINITRUCKS WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS UNDER CERTAIN CIRCUMSTANCES; TO IMPOSE RESTRICTIONS ON THE USE OF UTILITY-TYPE VEHICLES AND MINITRUCKS; TO ESTABLISH PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION; TO REPEAL CONFLICTING ORDINANCES AND SECTIONS; TO PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, SARPY COUNTY, NEBRASKA:

Section 1.  A new Section 5-407 is hereby added to Springfield Municipal Code Chapter 5, Article 4 and shall read as follows:

§5-407 Utility-Type Vehicles and Minitrucks.  

(1) For purposes of this section:

(a) Street or highway means the entire width between the boundary limits of any street, road, avenue, boulevard, or way which is publicly maintained when any part thereof is open to the use of the public for purposes of vehicular travel.
(b)(i) Utility-type vehicle means any motorized off-highway vehicle which (A) is not less than forty-eight inches nor more than seventy-four inches in width, (B) is not more than one hundred thirty-five inches, including the bumper, in length, (C) has a dry weight of not less than nine hundred pounds nor more than two thousand pounds, (D) travels on four or more low-pressure tires, and (E) is equipped with a steering wheel and bench or bucket-type seating designed for at least two people to sit side-by-side.

(ii) Minitruck means a foreign-manufactured import vehicle or domestic-manufactured vehicle which (a) is powered by an internal combustion engine with a piston or rotor displacement of one thousand cubic centimeters or less, (b) is sixty-seven inches or less in width, (c) has a dry weight of four thousand two hundred pounds or less, (d) travels on four or more tires, (e) has a top speed of approximately fifty-five miles per hour, (f) is equipped with a bed or compartment for hauling, (g) has an enclosed passenger cab, (h) is equipped with headlights, taillights, turn signals, windshield wipers, a rearview mirror, and an occupant protections system, and (i) has a four-speed, five-speed, or automatic transmission. (Neb. Rev. Stat. 60-121.01; 60-337.01; 60-363.01)

(iii) Utility-type vehicle or minitruck does not include golf carts or low-speed vehicles.  (Neb. Rev. Stat. 60-135.01; 60-358.01)

(2)
 Utility-type vehicles and minitrucks may be operated on streets and highways within the corporate limits of the city only if the operator and the vehicle comply with the provisions of this section.
(3)
A utility-type vehicle or minitruck may be operated only between the hours of sunrise and sunset and shall not be operated at a speed in excess of thirty miles per hour or the posted speed limit, whichever is lower.  When operating a utility-type vehicle or minitruck as authorized in subsection (2) of this section, the headlight and taillight of the vehicle or minitruck shall be on and the vehicle or minitruck shall be equipped with a bicycle safety flag which extends not less than five feet above ground attached to the rear of such vehicle or minitruck.  The bicycle safety flag shall be triangular in shape with an area of not less than thirty square inches and shall be day-glow in color.  (Neb. Rev. Stat. 60-6,356)

Any person operating a utility-type vehicle or minitruck as authorized in subsection (2) of this section shall have:
(a)
A valid Class O operator's license or a farm permit as provided in Neb. Rev. Stat. 60‑4,126; and
(b) Liability insurance coverage for the utility-type vehicle or minitruck while operating the utility-type vehicle or minitruck on a street or highway.  The person operating the utility-type vehicle or minitruck shall provide proof of such insurance coverage to any peace officer requesting such proof within five days of such a request.

(Neb. Rev. Stat. 60-6,356)
(5)
Every utility-type vehicle or minitruck shall be equipped with:

(a) A brake system maintained in good operating condition;
(b) An adequate muffler system in good working condition; and

(c) A United States Forest Service qualified spark arrester.  

(Neb. Rev. Stat. 60-6,358)  
(6)
No person shall:

(a) Equip the exhaust system of a utility-type vehicle or minitruck with a cutout, bypass, or similar device;

(b) Operate a utility-type vehicle or minitruck with an exhaust system so modified; or

(c) Operate a utility-type vehicle or minitruck with the spark arrester removed or modified except for use in closed-course competition events.

(Neb. Rev Stat. 60-6,359)

(7) Utility-type vehicles or minitrucks may be operated without complying with subsections (3), (4), (5) and (6) of this section on streets and highways in parades which have been authorized by the State of Nebraska or any department, board, commission, or political subdivision of the state.  (Neb. Rev. Stat. 60-6,356)
(8) A utility-type or minitruck vehicle shall not be operated on any controlled-access highway with more than two marked traffic lanes, and the crossing of any controlled-access highway with more than two marked traffic lanes shall not be permitted.  Subsections (2) through (6) and (9) of this section authorize and apply to operation of a utility-type vehicle or minitruck only on a street or highway other than a controlled-access highway with more than two marked traffic lanes.
(9) Subject to subsection (8) of this section, the crossing of a street or highway shall be permitted by a utility-type vehicle or minitruck without complying with subsections (3) and (4) of this section only if:

(a)
The crossing is made at an angle of approximately ninety degrees to the direction of the street or highway and at a place where no obstruction prevents a quick and safe crossing;

(b) The vehicle is brought to a complete stop before crossing the shoulder or roadway of the street or highway;

(c) The operator yields the right-of-way to all oncoming traffic that constitutes an immediate potential hazard;

(d) In crossing a divided highway, the crossing is made only at an intersection of such highway with another highway; and

(e) Both the headlight and taillight of the vehicle or minitruck are on when the crossing is made.

(Neb. Rev. Stat. 60-6,356)

(10) If an accident results in the death of any person or in the injury of any person which requires the treatment of the person by a physician, the operator of each utility-type vehicle or minitruck involved in the accident shall give notice of the accident in the same manner as provide in Neb. Rev. Stat. 60-699.

Section 2.   A person who violates this ordinance shall be punished as provided generally in the municipal code.  
Section 3.  Any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to passage, approval, and publication of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is repealed.  

Section 4.  This ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after its passage, approval, and publication or posting as required by law.
