A regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska was held at 7:00 o’clock p.m. at City Hall on November 15, 2011.  Present were Mayor Mike Dill; Council Members:  John Bartels, Randy Fleming, Dan Craney, Chad Nolte.  Absent:  None.  Nolte arrived at 7:04 p.m.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance by posting in three public places, one of the designated methods of giving notice.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance to the Mayor and all Council Members and a copy of their receipt of notice is attached to these Minutes.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting.  All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the public.  The Mayor publicly stated to all in attendance that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was available for review and indicated the location of such copy posted in the room where the meeting was being held.

Agenda Item 1.  Motion by Fleming, seconded by Bartels, to approve the Minutes of the November 1, 2011, regular Council Meeting.  AYES:  Bartels, Fleming, Craney.  NAYS:  None.  ABSENT:  Nolte. 
Agenda Item 2.
Motion by Fleming, seconded by Bartels, to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  AYES:  Bartels, Fleming, Craney.  NAYS:  None.  ABSENT:  Nolte. 
The City Clerk reported a balance on hand of $666,012.74 in cash assets; Prestige Treasury - $203,315.94; Prestige Keno Lottery - $138,617.42; Prestige Keno Progressive Jackpot - $50,000.00; Water Deposit Savings - $4,171.88; Refundable Deposits Savings - $1,218.05; Water Tower Savings - $99,981.69; Prestige Bond - $449,601.70; Sewer Restricted - $64,168.84; Money Market Library Bricks - $7,249.32; Government Securities – $194,894.08; Time Certificates as follows:  Bond - $75,745.91; Tower - $56,694.01; Water - $122,995.00; Park - $11,834.22; Library Bricks - $21,001.92; Cash Receipts - $89,010.73; Cash Disbursements - $74,887.50.

Agenda Item 3.  No Department Report from Bartels.  Fleming provided photos of the new library addition.  Craney reported that he attended the architectural walk-through of the library addition on November 15.  He indicated that a sidewalk on the west side of the library between the two emergency exit doors was not included in the original plan.  He said that the Library Foundation will obtain bids for construction of the sidewalk.  Craney mentioned that tree limbs hanging on the library roof need trimmed and that the sidewalk in front of the building needs to be caulked.  No Department Report from Nolte.
Agenda Item 4.  Toby Churchill, Sarpy County Economic Development, provided the 3rd quarter report.   He reviewed business inquiries and stated that year-to-date inquiries were up from last year.  Mayor Dill inquired about the Highway 75 and Platteview Road development area.  Churchill noted that the area is being considered for light rail development.  Fleming asked what the city could do to draw economic development to the area and how much other cities spend on economic development.  Churchill commented that light industrial real estate sites would be beneficial.  He also noted that economic development in other cities is usually part of the chamber organization or economic development corporation.  Churchill pointed out that some cities use part of their sales tax revenue for economic development.  Bartels asked what specific things the city could do to encourage development.  Churchill stated that adding water and sewer infrastructure would be beneficial to future development.

Agenda Item 6.  Council reviewed a draft ordinance prepared by Bill Seidler, City Attorney, detailing proposed street cut procedures.  Eric Hayes, Maintenance Manager, provided street cut pricing information from neighboring cities.  Council directed Hayes prepare a proposal for street cut procedures and pricing for consideration at the next Council meeting.  Motion by Bartels, seconded by Fleming, to table agenda item 6, regarding street cut procedures, until the December 6, 2011, Council meeting.  AYES:  Bartels, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None. 

Agenda Item 7.  Council reviewed the existing street sweeping contract with Nebraska Sweeping Service that expires in December 2011, as well as proposals from Clean Sweep Commercial, Broomers, and Nebraska Sweeping Service.  Motion by Bartels, seconded by Craney, to table agenda item 7, regarding street sweeping services, until the December 6, 2011, Council meeting, and to direct Eric Hayes, Maintenance Manager, review all bids for price and service comparison and to make a recommendation to the Council. The City Clerk suggested that the South 1st Street project (paving South 1st Street from Spruce Street to Pflug Road) be moved from the Six Year Plan to the One Year Plan, since the project was budgeted for the 2011-2012 fiscal year.  Council agreed with the suggestion and also agreed to leave the remaining projects listed under the Six Year Plan.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska as follows:

WHEREAS, the City of Springfield, Nebraska, a Municipal Corporation, and the County of Sarpy, State of Nebraska, wish to enter into an Addendum to Interlocal Cooperation Agreement for animal control services; and

WHEREAS, the parties have previously entered into an Interlocal Cooperation Agreement approved by the Sarpy County Board of Commissioners on December 7, 2004, pursuant to the Interlocal Cooperation Act, Neb. Rev. Stat. §13-801 to 827 (Reissue 2007), by which Sarpy County would provide animal control services within the city limits of the City of Springfield; and

WHEREAS, the term of said prior agreement is hereby extended for a period of ten (10) years effective November 1, 2011, through October 31, 2021; and

WHEREAS, population determination shall be made as of September 1, and shall use the most recent population estimates of those prepared by the Census Bureau of the United States as found at www.census.gov/popest/cities/ or successor websites; and

WHEREAS, if the city does not agree with the population estimates set forth by the Bureau of Census, the city may submit alternative population figures based on reliable supporting documentation.  City and County will agree upon alternative population figures to be used for the preceding five years and a refund or additional billing will be made to the city, as applicable, based on the agreed upon alternative population figures.  The documentation for the period November 1, 2011 to October 31, 2016 should be submitted between August 1, 2016 and August 31, 2016.  The documentation for the period November 1, 2016 to October 31, 2021 should be submitted between August 1, 2021 and August 31, 2021.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Governing Body of the City of Springfield, Nebraska that the Mayor is authorized to enter into the Addendum to Interlocal Cooperation Agreement with Sarpy County for animal control services attached hereto as Exhibit “A”.
