Agenda Item 5.  No department reports from Bartels, Fleming, Craney, or Nolte.  Mayor Dill reported that Eric Hayes, Maintenance Manager, provided a list of goals and objectives for 2012.
Agenda Item 6.  Lt. Russ Zeeb provided the Sarpy County Sheriff’s Department monthly service report.  He stated that an extra patrol car was assigned to the city between 6-11 p.m. on Halloween night.  Lt. Zeeb reported a quiet Halloween across the entire county.
Agenda Item 7.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Craney, to approve Change Order No. 1 from Daedalus Construction in the amount of $5,794.70 for additional trench drains, steps, water service line items, and paving items on the Main Street construction project.  AYES:  Bartels, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.
Agenda Item 8.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Bartels, to approve Pay Application No. 3 Final from Daedalus Construction in the amount of $37,458.86 for construction services rendered through October 14, 2011, for work completed on the Main Street construction project, contingent upon completion of caulking the sidewalks on Main Street.  AYES:  Bartels, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.
Agenda Item 9.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Bartels, to accept the Recommendation of Acceptance for the Main Street construction project, contingent upon completion of caulking the sidewalks on Main Street.  AYES:  Bartels, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.
Agenda Item 10.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Bartels, to approve bills from JEO Consulting Group for services rendered on the Main Street construction project, contingent upon receipt of payment from JEO Consulting Group in the amount of $7,594.70 for the cost of Change Order No. 1, street light pole receptacles and wiring, and banner arm modifications.  AYES:  Bartels, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.
Agenda Item 11.  Al Petersen, 911 Maple Street, requested the Council reconsider the new water rates.  He said that the new rates were egregious, especially for SID residents that pay 1 ½ times more than residents within the corporate limits.  Petersen provided a spreadsheet comparing Springfield water/sewer rates to Westmont.  Mayor Dill outlined the need for the increase in water rates, including resleeving well #2 and drilling a new well.  City Attorney, Bill Seidler, noted that the city is allowed to charge SID residents 1 ½ times more for utilities than residents within the corporate limits.  He pointed out that SID residents do not pay city property taxes.  No action was taken.
Agenda Item 12.  Dan Williams, owner of Tax Lot 3A2B 25-13-11, South Highway 50, inquired about water/sewer connection requirements for his property.  The property is located directly north of the city wastewater treatment facility.  Williams informed the Council that he plans to move his fireworks storage from South 1st Street to the South Highway 50 property.  He said that he does not plan to subdivide the property at this time, but he does plan to construct a building.  Williams said he was interested in connecting to the city sewer system, but not the city water system.  Council reviewed a letter from City Engineer, Evan Wickersham with JEO Consulting Group, regarding water and sewer connection requirements.  Council also reviewed potential options for metering sewer usage.  City Attorney, Bill Seidler, noted that the city has no obligation to allow Williams to hook on to the city water or sewer system because he is outside the city corporate limits.  Wickersham’s letter and Seidler pointed out that there is nothing in the city ordinance prohibiting Williams from operating a private well and septic system.  Seidler reported that if Williams chose to subdivide the property then the city’s subdivision regulations and ordinances would go into effect and that Williams, as the developer, and the city would then need to negotiate a developer’s agreement which would outline city water and sewer connection requirements.  Council and Williams agreed that Williams should proceed with a private well and septic system. 
Agenda Item 13.  Council reviewed curb cut/street opening ordinances from surrounding cities.  Council requested Bill Seidler, City Attorney, draft an ordinance detailing proposed street cut procedures.  Council also requested Eric Hayes, Maintenance Manager, research and provide a fee schedule proposal for street cuts performed by city personnel. 
Agenda Item 14.  Council reviewed the existing street sweeping contract with Nebraska Sweeping Service that expires in December 2011, as well as a proposal from Clean Sweep Commercial Inc.  Council considered sweeping alternatives, such as removing certain areas of the city from the fall sweeping.  Council requested Eric Hayes obtain additional information regarding street sweeping services and provide a recommendation at a future Council meeting.
Agenda Item 15.  Council reviewed proposals from Holiday Bright Lights and Brite Ideas Decorating for holiday decorations on downtown Main Street.  Mayor Dill offered to obtain additional information regarding product warranty and the annual cost for storage, installation and removal of the decorations and report at the next Council meeting.
Agenda Item 16.  Council Member Nolte introduced Resolution 2011-22 and moved its adoption.  Council Member Bartels seconded the foregoing motion and on roll call on the passage and adoption of said resolution, the following voted YEA:  Bartels, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared said motion carried and said resolution passed and adopted.  A true, correct and complete copy of said resolution is as follows:
