MINUTES

A regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska was held at 7:00 o’clock p.m. at City Hall on November 20, 2012.  Present were Mayor Mike Dill; Council Members:  Bob Roseland, Randy Fleming, Dan Craney, Chad Nolte.  Absent:  None.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance by posting in three public places, one of the designated methods of giving notice.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance to the Mayor and all Council Members and a copy of their receipt of notice is attached to these Minutes.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting.  All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the public.  The Mayor publicly stated to all in attendance that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was available for review and indicated the location of such copy posted in the room where the meeting was being held.

Consent Agenda

The City Clerk reported a balance on hand of $950,116.03 in cash assets; Prestige Treasury - $203,665.71; Prestige Bond - $446,114.88; Keno Community Betterment - $133,177.88; Keno Progressive Jackpot - $50,000.00; Water Deposit Savings - $4,176.09; Refundable Deposit Savings - $1,219.26; Water Tower Savings - $107,634.00; Sewer Restricted - $71,773.50; Water Capital Facilities Fees - $32,186.27; Sewer Capital Facilities Fees - $75,101.29; City Sales Tax - $171,331.51; Money Mark Library Bricks - $3,255.48; Government Securities - $199,508.13; Time Certificates as follows:  Bond - $76,251.60; Tower - $57,064.10; Water - $124,204.77; Park - $11,878.74; Library Bricks - $21,107.24; Cash Receipts - $217,473.34; Cash Disbursements - $302,303.09.

Regular Agenda 
Agenda Item 1.  The Springfield Board of Health reported to the Council that the nuisances at 280 South 2nd Street, legally described as Lots 15 and 16, Block 13, and ½ of vacated adjacent alley, Springfield Addition to the City of Springfield, Sarpy County, Nebraska, have not been abated.  The Board noted that on October 15, 2012, they determined the property to be a public nuisance and subsequently notified both Craig A. Shives, property owner, and Pinnacle Bank-Papillion, trustee and beneficiary, of such determination and directed them to remedy the nuisances immediately.  On November 19, 2012, the Board of Health met and determined that the nuisances were not abated.  
Agenda Item 2.  Motion by Roseland, seconded by Nolte, to direct the City Clerk to notify Craig A. Shives, property owner, and Pinnacle Bank-Papillion, Trustee and Beneficiary, of 280 South 2nd Street, Springfield, NE 68059, legally described as Lots 15 and 16, Block 13, and ½ of vacated adjacent alley, Springfield Addition to the City of Springfield, Sarpy County, Nebraska, that they are to appear before the City Council on December 18, 2012, at 7:00 p.m. and show cause why such condition of said property should not be found to be a public nuisance.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.  

Agenda Item 3.  Rick Lee, Maintenance Manager and Water Operator, reported that the city stopped chlorinating the water system on October 26 as per the Administrative Order from the Nebraska Department of Health and Human Services (NE DHHS) that was originally issued in April of 2012.  Lee noted that, if the city desires to continue chlorinating the water system, then plans would need to be prepared by city engineer, Olsson Associates, and submitted to NE DHHS for review and approval.  He also noted that chlorine storage from well #1 that was recently abandoned would need to be moved to well #2.  Lee confirmed that well #3 is already setup for chlorination.  He said that the well houses would also need to have electronic scales for chemical applications.  Lee reviewed additional costs to chlorinate the system including the cost of chlorine, Olsson’s cost for preparing the chlorination plans, $1,700 for each electronic scale, and approximately $500 a year for additional testing services.  Council inquired about random chlorination throughout the year.  Lee reported that the city can chlorinate four (4) times a year for ten (10) days at a time without having to submit plans to NE DHHS for approval.  Random chlorination could be done after installing a new water main, working on and opening up an existing water main, or for other miscellaneous reasons.  Council compared random chlorination to full-time chlorination.  Motion by Roseland, seconded by Nolte, to begin the process of chlorinating the city water system full-time.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None.    Motion by Roseland, seconded by Nolte, to purchase two electronic scales for approximately $3,400.00 for measuring the chlorine.  AYES:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.           

Agenda Items 4 and 5.  City Attorney, Bill Seidler, Jr., reviewed the current month-to-month franchise agreement the city has with Charter Communications.  He noted that the current agreement requires a 3% franchise fee payable to the city.  The City Clerk reported that state statute allows for a maximum 5% franchise fee.  Council considered the terms of the proposed franchise agreement with CenturyLink.  Council requested city staff contact Charter Communications to begin negotiating a new franchise agreement and fee arrangement.
