Regular Agenda 
Agenda Item 1.  Lt. Mike Erhart provided the Sarpy County Sheriff’s Department monthly service report.  

Agenda Item 2.  Nolte informed the Council that Wyatt Pratt was no longer seeking financial assistance for his Eagle Scout Project, but did need assistance from city employees to haul mulch that was donated by a local company.  Council agreed that the city would not provide any financial assistance towards Pratt’s Eagle Scout Project, but would allow city employees to help haul mulch.    

Agenda Item 3.  Patrick Haggerty, State Regulatory and Legislative Affairs Director with CenturyLink, discussed CenturyLink’s interest in bringing cable television services to Springfield.  Haggerty provided the Council with informational brochures and reviewed the company’s history and current cable television expansion into the Omaha metro area.  Haggerty explained the technical details of running the fiber optic lines and copper lines for transmission.  He noted that consumer rates tend to go down approximately 10% when a new land cable competitor enters the market.  Haggerty said that the company will not require any new buildings for the expansion.  He also noted that availability will be limited at first based upon technology available.  Council agreed to proceed with negotiating a Cable Television Franchise Agreement with CenturyLink.
Agenda Item 4.  A Public Hearing of the Springfield City Council was opened at 7:23 p.m. to consider authorizing the purchase of real property legally described as Lots 5 and 6, Springfield Industrial Park, as surveyed, platted and recorded, Sarpy County, Nebraska, and generally located on the northeast corner of Pflug Road and South 1st Street.  City Attorney, Bill Seidler, reviewed details of the purchase agreement.  He reported that Dan Williams of Williams Enterprises, LLC, seller, informed city staff that he plans to transfer property ownership to Kessler Heikens, LLC, prior to the closing date.  Seidler noted that a memorandum of understanding would be needed from Williams outlining the details of the transfer.
