The Mayor and City Council reserve the right to adjourn into executive session per Section 84-1410 of the Nebraska Revised Statutes.
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska was held at 7:00 o’clock p.m. at City Hall on October 18, 2011.  Present were Mayor Mike Dill; Council Members:  John Bartels, Randy Fleming, Dan Craney, Chad Nolte.  Absent:  None.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance by posting in three public places, one of the designated methods of giving notice.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance to the Mayor and all Council Members and a copy of their receipt of notice is attached to these Minutes.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting.  All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the public.  The Mayor publicly stated to all in attendance that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was available for review and indicated the location of such copy posted in the room where the meeting was being held.

Agenda Item 1.  Motion by Bartels, seconded by Craney, to approve the Minutes of the October 4, 2011, regular Council Meeting.  AYES:  Bartels, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  NAYS:  None. 

Agenda Item 2.  No Department Report from Bartels.  Fleming reported that the windows have been installed at the wastewater treatment plant.  He also stated that the roof replacement is in progress at the wastewater treatment plant.  No Department Report from Craney.  No Department Report from Nolte.  Mayor Dill reported that a citizen suggested to him that the city purchase new holiday decorations for the light poles on downtown Main Street.  Council requested that a proposal be obtained from Light Brights in Omaha and considered at the next meeting.
Agenda Items 3-5.  Troy Johnston, Transportation Department Manager with JEO Consulting Group, reviewed Change Order No. 1 and Pay Application No. 3 from Daedalus Construction.  He provided the Council with revised materials from what was originally submitted prior to the meeting.  Council inquired as to the revisions made and asked for explanation of each change order item.  Johnston provided the Council with a letter from JEO dated October 18, 2011, regarding water boring quantities and the amount JEO felt they owed to the city due to discrepancies in the quantities from the original bid.  Council questioned the breakdown and amount suggested.  The City Clerk introduced a letter dated June 21, 2011, from JEO in which JEO stated that the city would be reimbursed for the amount over the original bid of $7,200 for water boring services, which is not what JEO offers in their October 18 letter.  Motion by Nolte, seconded by Bartels, to table agenda item 3, regarding approval of Change Order No. 1 from Daedalus Construction; agenda item 4, regarding approving Pay Application No. 3 Final from Daedalus Construction; and agenda item 5, regarding approval of bills from JEO Consulting Group for services rendered on the Main Street construction project, until the November 1, 2011, Council meeting.  AYES:  Bartels, Fleming, Nolte.  NAYS:  Craney.  

Agenda Item 6.  Sandie Shotkoski, 102 Main Street, requested the Council consider a different procedure for calculating the annual sewer fee for the car wash.  The City Clerk reported that annual sewer fees are based upon water usage during the months of December, January and February.  Shotkoski informed the Council that she has to let the water drip on the weep at the car wash during the winter months so the system does not freeze and, therefore, incurs higher water usage during those winter months.  Council considered Shotkoski’s request and noted that it was a cost of doing business.  No action was taken.  

Agenda Item 7.  Motion by Bartels, seconded by Fleming, to approve Invoice No. 163119 from Olsson Associates in the amount of $890.89 for professional services rendered from August 7, 2011, through September 10, 2011, for work completed on Springfield Trail Phase 3.
