the owner of the above described property has made application for approval of a preliminary and final plat for the proposed Polson Estates; and

WHEREAS,
the city planner, city engineer, city attorney, city clerk and other agencies have reviewed such application; and

WHEREAS,
the Springfield Planning Commission held a public hearing on September 11, 2012, regarding the application and has made a recommendation of approval to the City Council of the preliminary and final plats and requested waivers for Polson Estates, subject to the resolution of items specified in the City Planner’s staff report as it meets the general requirements of the zoning ordinance and subdivision regulations; and

WHEREAS,
the City Council of the City of Springfield held a public hearing regarding such application on October 2, 2012, and is agreeable to the approval of the preliminary and final plat for Polson Estates with the following waivers:

1. Waiver to constructing a dedicated public street/road and associated requirements of dedication of rights-of-way, street grading and elevations, hard surfacing, street signs, and street lighting.

2. Waiver to allow not installing a sidewalk along or parallel to any streets abutting and/or running along the outer perimeter of the subdivision.

3. Waiver to allow not submitting a water system plan, sanitary sewer plan, and storm drainage plan with the final plat.

4. Waiver to monuments and markers, extensions to boundaries and off-site extensions.

WHEREAS,
the City Council of the City of Springfield hereby directs the City Treasurer to collect Water and Sewer Connection Capital Facilities Fees from the owner of Lot 1; and

WHEREAS,
the City and Developer have agreed to a Developer’s Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Springfield hereby approved the preliminary and final plat of Lots 1, 2, and 3, Polson Estates, along with waivers to design standards prescribed in the Subdivision Regulations and described herein, and hereby authorizes the Mayor to sign the final plat upon receipt of a signed developer’s agreement and upon the collection of Water and Sewer Connection Capital Facilities Fees from the owner of Lot 1, and hereby authorizes the Mayor to sign the Developer’s Agreement.
