Regular Agenda 
Agenda Item 1.  Lt. Mike Erhart provided the Sarpy County Sheriff’s Department monthly service report.  

Agenda Item 2.  Ray and Linda Lovings, 580 Cedar Street, were not in attendance.  Council reviewed the situation presented to them at the previous meeting by the Lovings.  Council requested that the City Clerk send a letter to the Lovings requesting that they obtain signed Affidavits from past city employees stating that the city caused damage to the two sidewalk panels and agreed to replace them.

Agenda Item 3.  John Hassett with Advanced Gaming Technologies reviewed his request to add a new Keno 10 Spot game to the Springfield lottery.  Hassett noted that the game would cost $1 to play and pays $100,000 for hitting 10 of 10 numbers.  He said that the game is insured through SCA Promotions and Advanced Gaming Technologies pays the premium for the insurance.  He said that the game will last approximately six months to one year.  Hassett hopes the new game will increase keno play.  Bill Seidler, Jr., City Attorney, said that all keno games are regulated by the city’s keno contract and it is the city’s decision how much risk to take on.  He pointed out that if SCA Promotions defaulted then the city would be required to come up with the $100,000 should someone hit the big jackpot prize.  Mayor Dill inquired if the city would be a named insured on the insurance policy.  Hassett reported that Advanced Gaming Technologies would be the named insured and hold the contract with SCA.  Council reviewed the current keno contract with Advanced Gaming Technologies and authorized Seidler to prepare a draft contract amendment to cover the Keno 10 Spot game for the Council’s consideration.

Agenda Item 4.  Council Member Nolte introduced Resolution 2012-27 and moved its adoption.  Council Member Craney seconded the foregoing motion and on roll call on the passage and adoption of said resolution, the following voted AYE:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared said motion carried and said resolution passed and adopted. BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA:

Section 1.  The Mayor and Council hereby find and determine that it is necessary and desirable for certain sidewalk improvements to be made within the City of Springfield, Nebraska, consisting of the construction of new sidewalks and sidewalk reconstruction, and all necessary appurtenances thereto, in the streets hereinafter described.

Section 2.  Said sidewalks are to be constructed within Springfield along Main Street, from 2nd Street to 3rd Street.

Section 3.  The Mayor and Council shall proceed forthwith to adopt an ordinance creating a Sidewalk Improvement District to include the above-described sidewalk improvements and ordering said improvements to be made therein.

Agenda Item 5.  Council Member Nolte introduced Ordinance No. 825 entitled:        

AN ORDINANCE CREATING SIDEWALK IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NO. 2012-1 IN THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA, DESCRIBING SAID SIDEWALK IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT, ORDERING THE CONSTRUCTION OF SIDEWALK IMPROVEMENTS THEREIN AND ORDERING THE PUBLICATION OF THE ORDINANCE IN PAMPHLET FORM

and moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Craney seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following Council Members voted AYE:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the Council and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said ordinance.  Said ordinance was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Nolte moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Roseland.  The Mayor then stated the question was “Shall Ordinance No. 825 be passed and adopted?”  Upon roll call vote, the following Council Members voted AYE:  Roseland, Fleming, Craney, Nolte.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The passage and adoption of said ordinance having been concurred in by a majority of all members of the Council, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the Council signed and approved the ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed his signature thereto and ordered the ordinance to be published or posted as required by law and as provided therein.  A true, correct and complete copy of said ordinance is as follows:

ORDINANCE NO. 825

AN ORDINANCE CREATING SIDEWALK IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NO. 2012-1 IN THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA, DESCRIBING SAID SIDEWALK IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT, ORDERING THE CONSTRUCTION OF SIDEWALK IMPROVEMENTS THEREIN AND ORDERING THE PUBLICATION OF THE ORDINANCE IN PAMPHLET FORM. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA, as follows:

Section 1.  That Sidewalk Improvement District No. 2012-1 be and the same is hereby created within the City of Springfield, Nebraska, the outer boundaries of which shall include, in addition to the sidewalk to be improved, all of the property abutting on such sidewalk to be improved.

Section 2.  Within Sidewalk Improvement District No. 2012-1, the sidewalks are to be constructed or reconstructed, including all appurtenances thereto, along the following:  

Main Street, from 2nd Street to 3rd Street.

The sidewalks to be constructed shall be in accordance with the plans, specifications and estimates of cost to be approved by the Mayor and City Council.  

Section 3.   Such sidewalk improvements in Sidewalk Improvement District No. 2012-1 shall be constructed at public cost.   

Section 4.  This ordinance shall be published in pamphlet form and take effect as provided by law.
