ARTICLE 8:  VARIANCES, ANNEXATIONS, AMENDMENTS

Section 8.01 Granting of Waivers (Exceptions) and Conditions.

In addition to the exceptions contained in this Ordinance, the Planning Commission may recommend and the City Council may grant waivers from the provisions of these regulations, but only after determining that:

A.
There are unique circumstances or conditions affecting the property that are not the result of actions by the subdivider.
B.
The waivers are necessary for the reasonable and acceptable development of the property in question.
C.
The granting of the waivers will not be detrimental to the public or injurious to adjacent and nearby properties.

Section 8.02 Planned Unit/Cluster Developments.

The Planning Commission and City Council may also grant reasonable waivers to these regulations if the subdivider concurrently submits an application for, and obtains approval of, a Planned Unit Development of cluster development. The subdivider shall indicate where the plans vary from the requirements of this Ordinance and shall present evidence to support such requests. (NOTE:  2nd Class Cities are not eligible under Nebraska State Law to permit Planned Unit Development.  Changes in the law are being proposed.  12/03)

Section 8.03 Subdivision; Annexation of Adjoining or Contiguous Properties.

All subdivisions or additions laid out adjoining or contiguous to the corporate limits shall be included within the same and become a part of the municipality for all purposes whatsoever, upon approval of and acceptance by Ordinance of the City Council. Rel §§ (Sec. 19-916)  

Section 8.04 Subdivision: Petition for Annexation.

Any subdivision in which there are lands dedicated to the City or any subdivision serviced by public utilities shall be annexed to the City. Before approval for the final plat is given, the Municipal Body shall receive a Petition for annexation from the owners of the subdivided properties.  

Section 8.05 Amendments.

Any provision of these Regulations from time to time may be amended, supplemented, changed, modified or repealed by the Governing Body according to law; provided, however, that such amendments, supplements, changes, modifications or repealed provisions shall not become effective until after public hearing and report by the Planning Commission.
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
