ARTICLE 9:  ADMINISTRATION/ENFORCEMENT

Section 9.01 General.

The following apply towards administration of this Ordinance:
A.
It shall be the duty of the City Clerk to enforce these regulations and to bring to the attention of the Planning Commission and City Council any violation or lack of compliance herewith.
B.
No owner, or agent of an owner, of any parcel of land located in a proposed subdivision, shall transfer or sell any parcel before a plat of such subdivision has been approved by the Planning Commission and City Council in accordance with the provisions of these regulations, and filed for record with Sarpy County Register of Deeds.
C.
The subdivision, including re-subdivision, of any lot or any parcel by the use of metes and bounds description for the purpose of sale, transfer or lease which would evade these regulations shall not be permitted. All such subdivisions shall be subject to all the requirements contained in these regulations.
D.
No building permit shall be issued for the construction of any building or structure located on a lot or parcel subdivided, sold, transferred or leased in violation of the provisions of these regulations.

Section 9.02 Fees for Parks and Open Spaces.

To aid the acquisition of parks and open spaces as needed or as indicated in the Comprehensive Plan, each residential subdivider shall deposit with the City Clerk, a sum set by the City Council, based on the total number of lots in the Final Plat. Where the subdivider dedicated land for a proposed park, playground, school or other public use, other than streets and alleys, and as provided the fees are waived equal to no more than fair market value as determined by the County Assessor, of the property dedicated. Any fees received shall be reserved and used for public park land acquisition.

Section 9.03 Amendments.

Any provision of this Ordinance may be amended, supplemented, changed, modified, or repealed from time to time by the City Council according to law, provided however, that such amendments, supplements, changes, modification or repealed provisions shall not become effective until after the study, written report and recommendation by the Planning Commission to the City Council.

Section 9.04 Violation/Penalties.

Any person, firm or corporation who fails to comply with the provisions of these regulations shall, upon conviction thereof, be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be punishable by a fine of not less than five dollars ($5.00) nor more than one hundred dollars ($100.00) plus the cost of prosecution for each violation, and in default of payment of such forfeiture and costs, imprisonment in the county jail until payment thereof for a period not exceeding thirty (30) days. Each day a violation exists or continues shall constitute a separate offense.
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
